SmartBenefits Application

SmartBenefits is a Web-based program in which we digitally "load" the dollar value of an employee's Metrochek benefits directly unto the employee's REGISTERED SmarTrip card.  Instead of receiving paper Metrochek cards each month, employees now have the convenience and security of using the SmarTrip card instead of paper Metrocheks. With a SmarTrip card, there are no more worries about demagnetized and/or damaged paper cards or lost cards. 

To participate in FAA's SmartBenefits program, your SmarTrip card must be REGISTERED with the Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (WMATA). This registration is essential for security purposes because it validates that the card number submitted to us is accurate and identifies with you.  Once your card is registered, it ensures that the remaining transportation value will be replaced if the card is lost or stolen. PLEASE NOTE: YOU MUST ONLY RIDE WMATA’S METRORAIL SYSTEM TO PARTICIPATE IN THE SMARTBENEFITS PROGRAM AT THIS TIME DUE TO THE SMARTCARD READERS ONLY BEING INSTALLED IN METRORAIL STATIONS.
To participate in the SmartBenefits program, you need to:

1. Fill out the below application and submit it to the Transit Benefit Office – room 531 or the Customer Service Center – room 113.

2. Claim your monthly transit benefits by using your Smartcard anytime between the first and last day of each benefit month at any Metrorail Station's Passes/Farecard Machine. 

Once we have enrolled you in the program, we will send you an e-mailed confirmation advising you of your benefits availability via this electronic method.
