FIRST: Section M, Paragraph 1 (d) is hereby amended as follows: 

FROM: (d) The proposed total price including options will be considered.  The

evaluation of options does not obligate the Government to exercise options.  Proposals that are unbalanced as to price may be rejected.  An unbalanced proposal is one that is based on prices significantly less than cost for some work and prices that are significantly overstated for other work of a similar nature.  Prices that are unrealistically low or unreasonably high may be indicative of the Offeror’s lack of understanding of the work effort or the ability to perform the contract, and may be cause for rejection of the proposal.

TO:  (d) The proposed total price including options will be considered.  The 

evaluation of options does not obligate the Government to exercise options.  Proposals that are unbalanced as to price may be rejected.  An unbalanced proposal is one that is based on prices significantly less than cost for some work and prices that are significantly overstated for other work of a similar nature.  Prices that are unrealistically low or unreasonably high may be indicative of the Offeror’s lack of understanding of the work effort or the ability to perform the contract, and may be cause for rejection of the proposal.  The Evaluation of offers will consider the proposed price of the offer, and Government costs for Quality Assurance.  For purposes of the evaluation, these costs will be calculated as follows: 

a) The Price of the Offer: The total price of each offer shall be computed as follows: 

Multiplying the unit prices set forth in the offer multiplied by the estimated quantities identified in Schedule B to determine the proposed price of each Contract line item (including option years).  Sum the total of each contract line item to obtain a total price per year, then sum the total of each year to derive the proposed total price (including option years).

b) The Cost of Government Quality Assurance Travel:

Due to the critical importance of these charts, the Government expects to closely monitor the chart printing process.  As a result, the Government will incur labor and travel costs.  The Government cost for Quality Assurance labor will be equal among all offerors therefore this cost will not be factored into the evaluation.  However, Quality Assurance Travel cost will vary depending upon the location of the offeror, therefore, the valuation of all offers will include the addition of Quality Assurance Travel costs to and from the offerors place of performance. 

When a printer is located within a 50-mile radius of the Department of Commerce building (between 14th and 15th Constitution Ave, Washington D.C.) the evaluation will not consider the government inspector to be in travel status.  A factor will not be added to the offer for lodging, per diem, or transportation.  When a Government Quality Inspector travels outside a 50 mile radius the Evaluation will estimate the costs as follows:

      1.  If the printers place of performance is located outside a 50 mile radius the

Government inspector will be in travel status during the time actual printing is taking place (Tuesday through Saturday, 4 days).  The calculation is based on lodging, meals, and transportation for 33 printing cycles (including all options).  The cost of Government travel is estimated as follows:

Within 100 miles but more than 50 miles:

            (No. of miles between Washington D.C. and the place of performance * 2 trips) *  

            $0.365 (mileage reimbursement rate) * 33 cycles.  Additional costs for lodging

            and meals must be added to locations outside the 50-mile radius.  The cost will be

            estimated as $80.00 for Lodging expense * 4 days, and meals estimated as $40 per

            day * 4 days.  Both Lodging expense and meal cost will be multiplied by 33 

            cycles.

Estimated cost for Over 100 miles:  

Car rental and meals for 33 cycles =$8400.00 plus 

(round trip airfare from Washington D.C. to place of performance) * 33 cycles
