STATEMENT OF WORK

BOEING 727-25C REDUCED VERTICAL SEPARATION MINIMUM UPGRADE

The FAA William J. Huges Technical Center has the requirement to purchase a system that will bring its Boeing 727-25C aircraft into compliance with Code of Federal Regulations, Title 14, Part 91.706, “Operations within airspace designated as Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum Airspace”, and Part 91 Appendix G, Section 91.2, “Aircraft Approval”.

1. Government Furnished Equipment

The Government will make available a Boeing Model 727-25C aircraft, manufacturer’s serial number 19854, manufacturer’s line number 0628, FAA registration number N-40, at either the William J. Hughes Technical Center or the Contractor’s facility, at a date agreed to at contract award but no later than March 29, 2002.

2. System Specifications

a. The system shall currently be approved, via a FAA Supplemental Type Certificate, for the referenced model aircraft.

b. The system shall be shown to meet, at a minimum, the requirements of the Code of Federal Regulations, Title 14, Part 91.706, “Operations within airspace designated as Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum Airspace”, and Part 91 Appendix G, Section G91.2, “Aircraft Approval”.

c. The system shall be installed by contractor personnel, or other FAA authorized personnel of their choice.  The installation can be performed at the contractor’s facility or at the William J. Hughes Technical Center.  If the work is to be performed at the contractor’s facility permission shall be afforded to the government to have two authorized personnel on site at all times to monitor work and documentation.

d. The successful bidder shall provide, in addition to the installed system, one spare unit for each uniquely new part number required for this installation.  At a minimum the spares shall include, one Digital Air Data Computer and one Altitude Indicator.

e. The successful bidder shall bring the referenced aircraft into compliance with Boeing Service Bulletin 727-53-0220, “Fuselage – Section 41 Skin – Qualification for Reduced Vertical Separation Minimum Operation”, dated September 26, 1996

f. The successful contractor will supply three copies of all relevant documentation, to include but not limited to:

I. Approved Flight Manual Supplements

II. Continued Airworthiness Programs

III. Maintenance Manual Supplements

IV. Illustrated Part Catalog Supplements

V. Inspection Program Supplements

VI. All Structural and Wiring Diagrams (if applicable)

VII. Revised Electrical Loads Analysis (if applicable)

g. The system shall be comprised of all new parts or parts in FAA certified serviceable condition, with spare parts readily available.
