If you are experiencing difficulties accessing these parts of the new web site, please follow the instructions below to configure Microsoft's Internet Explorer version 4.0 to properly process ColdFusion pages. These configurations will not in anyway affect the performance of your browser in accessing other sites.
2. Open Microsoft Internet Explorer.
3. From the menu options at the top of the page, click View.
4. From the View menu, click and select Internet Options
 (see picture).
5. On the Internet Options dialog box, select the Advanced tab at the top.
6. Scroll down to find the option checkbox for HTTP 1.1 Settings. 
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7. If there is a check mark for the option labeled Use HTTP 1.1, then click on that option to remove it.
(HTTP1.1 options must be disabled for ColdFusion pages to work properly.)
