The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has installed significant quantities of security systems and equipment at facilities located throughout its nine regions.  The warranties on this equipment have begun to expire and will continue to do so for the next few years.  As these warranties expire, an alternative method of obtaining preventative and corrective maintenance will be required.

The FAA is releasing the above documents to obtain Industry comment and recommendation.

It is anticipated that three contracts covering the Eastern, Central and Western Regions will be issued.  The Eastern contract will cover the FAA ANE, AEA, and ASO regions; the Central contract will cover the FAA ASW, ACE and AGL regions; and the Western contract will cover the FAA ANM, AWP and AAL regions.  It is also anticipated that an RFP will be issued 20 days after 9/12/2003.   The FAA may not respond either in writing or verbally to any comment or recommendation received.  The final SOW will provide evidence of FAA consideration of the comments or recommendations received.  The contract will be for five-years with pricing issued as firm fixed price for preventative maintenance and time and materials for everything else.  A provision permitting the vendors to purchase material using the GSA Schedule will be incorporated into the RFP and resulting contract.
