B.3.2
Minimum Qualifications

Field Technician: Field Technicians provide technical expertise for RVR system installation, operations, and maintenance.  They must have a minimum of four years experience in installing and commissioning RVR systems and equipment.  

Engineer: Engineers provide expertise in RVR systems engineering and integration disciplines.  Personnel in this category must possess a Bachelors Degree or equivalent in engineering, physics, math or related discipline, and a minimum of three years of engineering related experience.
