3.9.1-3    Protest (November 2002)

AS A CONDITION OF SUBMITTING AN OFFER OR RESPONSE TO THIS SIR (OR OTHER SOLICITATION, IF APPROPRIATE), THE OFFEROR OR POTENTIAL OFFEROR AGREES TO BE BOUND BY THE FOLLOWING PROVISIONS RELATING TO PROTESTS:

(a) Protests concerning Federal Aviation Administration Screening Information Requests (SIRs) or awards of Contracts must be resolved through the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) dispute resolution system at the Office of Dispute Resolution for Acquisition (ODRA) and must be governed by the procedures set forth in 14 C.F.R. Parts 14 and 17, which are hereby incorporated by reference. Judicial review, where available, will be IAW 49 U.S.C. 46110 and must apply only to final agency decisions. A protestor may seek review of a final FAA decision only after its administrative remedies have been exhausted.

(b) Offerors initially should attempt to resolve any issues concerning potential protests with the Contracting Officer.  The Contracting Officer should make reasonable efforts to answer questions promptly and completely, and, where possible, to resolve concerns or controversies. The protest must include a signed statement from the protester, certifying to the ODRA the manner of service, date, and time when a copy of the protest was served on the Contracting Officer and other designated official(s).

L.7.0 SUBMISSION OF PROPOSAL

The PC-based RVR System proposal consists of the delivery of required equipment, with related installation and support services, for the OCT plus the four (4) volumes as required in Paragraph L13.0. (a) Have adequate financial resources to perform the Contractor the ability to obtain those resources;

The FAA may hold one-on-one meetings or discussions with individual Offerors throughout the process.  Discussions with one Offeror may not necessitate discussions with other Offerors. The proposal pages must be size 8 ½ by 11 inches, plain white bond paper, printed in portrait format.  Volume III, Book 2 computer runs may be printed in landscape format.  The proposal may be printed on both sides of the paper with flip (or turning) along the long edge to be viewed in book format.  When both sides of a sheet of paper contain material, it will be counted as two pages.  One or two columns of text information per page are acceptable.  Font size must be twelve point or larger, paragraphs must be single spaced with at least one inch margins all the way around.

The font for graphics, illustrations, tables and charts must be ten point or larger and these pages may be prepared in either portrait or landscape style.

The Offeror may use oversize pages up to 11 by 17 inch only where appropriate to illustrate complex or extensive graphic presentations. L13.1 OCT technical data, equipment and test support

The FAA will conduct an OCT of proposed visibility sensors and ambient light sensors as part of the PC-based RVR System evaluation process.  The OCT will be held at the Weather Test Facility (WTF) located at Otis Air National Guard Base (ANGB) on Cape Cod, MA.  

The OCT will verify that the sensors proposed by the Offeror satisfy mandatory requirements listed in Section J Attachment J-4, Appendix B.  The OCT will be conducted by FAA personnel or designated support contractors.

The Offeror shall provide advanced technical documentation, sensor equipment, and technical and installation support IAW Section J Attachment J-4.  

(a) Advance Technical Data Instructions

The Offeror shall deliver to the CO pre-installation documentation IAW Section J Attachment J-4, paragraphs 4.2.1.3, 4.2.1.4 and Appendix C.  The documentation must provide a clear understanding of sensor output data formats, samples of data, interpretation of self checks and failure determination, test issues and alternative test methods (if applicable).  The advanced technical data will not be evaluated. 

The pre-installation documentation must include two minutes of sample VS and ALS data messages with time tags and sensor measurements IAW Section J, Attachment J-4, paragraphs 4.4.1.4.  The FAA will use the data to make a data reduction algorithm for determining sensor one-minute averages that are synchronized within + 8 seconds of the reference transmissometers.  The FAA will provide the algorithm and a sample calculation of a one-minute average to the Offeror within 2 weeks of receipt of the sample data.  

The Offeror shall verify the algorithm and provide the CO with written acceptance, or recommended corrections, within two weeks after receiving the algorithm from the FAA.

(b) Equipment Instructions

The Offeror shall provide three VSs, three VS calibration devices (if required), two ALSs, and spares to the FAA for OCT IAW Section J Attachment J-4 paragraphs 4.2.1.1, 4.2.1.2, and 4.2.1.4.The equipment will be installed at the WTF and connected into an FAA-owned and operated data acquisition system (DAS).  

The Offeror shall provide all sensor and electronics enclosure mounting hardware.  Details on the WTF mounting poles and structures are identified in Section J Attachment J-4 paragraph 4.3.1.  

The Offeror must prepare a configuration audit report IAW Section J Attachment J-4 paragraph 4.2.3 and Appendix D.

(c) Technical/Installation Support Instructions

Offeror personnel must participate in the sensor installation, operational verification, and disassembly of OCT equipment as outlined in Section J, Attachment J-4 paragraph 5.1.1.4.

The Offeror may identify specific proven capabilities that the organization brings to the PC-based RVR System effort by citing other projects or activities that have demonstrated the ability to perform.  The Executive Summary must include an acronym list.  

The Executive Summary will not be evaluated.
(b) Part 2:  Organizational Conflict of Interest (OCI) Mitigation Plan Instructions

Each Offeror shall include information regarding the Offeror’s proposed mitigation of any perceived OCI situation as prescribed in Section L 3.3.

L.13.3.1 Book 1:  Technical Proposal

(a) Book 1 - Part 1:  Architectural Description Instructions

The Offeror shall provide a concise architectural description of their proposed PC-based RVR System.  The description must include an explanation of each major component, software program/operating system and hardware/software interface.  

(b) Book 1 - Part 2:  Cross Reference Matrix Instructions
The Offeror shall provide a matrix that cross-references the paragraph numbers from FAA-E-2772A to the paragraph numbers in their Technical Proposal.  The matrix must also indicate that the Offeror meets, exceeds or does not meet the requirements set forth in FAA-E-2772A.  The Offeror must use FAA-E-2772A VRTM as a guide when preparing this matrix.  The FAA will use the Offerors matrix to locate requirements in the Offeror’s written narrative.  The matrix is not graded.

(c) Book 1 - Part 3:  Technical Description Instructions

The Technical Description will be used to assess the technical merit of the Offeror's response.  The Technical Description must address the requirements (shalls) of FAA-E-2772A.  Each response must adhere to the following format:

(1) The Offeror shall provide sufficient information to indicate that they understand the requirement.

(2) The Offeror shall provide an explanation to support the merits of their proposal.  All explanations must be unequivocal and of sufficient detail to permit the evaluator to reach a conclusion regarding the capability of the proposed products to meet or exceed the requirements of FAA-E-2772A.  A restatement of the requirement description paragraph is not considered an explanation and will not be given evaluation credit, nor will a generalized agreement to meet the requirement receive evaluation credit.

(3) The Offeror shall provide sufficient information to demonstrate their experience in filling similar type of requirements.  The Technical Description must contain concrete examples when available or describe plans for how the requirement will be met.
(d) Book 1 - Part 4:  Risk Mitigation Capabilities Instructions

The Offeror shall discuss the following requirements that pose technical risk.  The Offeror must demonstrate a depth of knowledge concerning the risks and provide a risk mitigation strategy to eliminate or reduce the risks to an acceptable level.

(1) Adding FAA/NAS interfaces to existing Offeror NDI RVR System;

(2) Attaining equal fog and snow performance; 

(3) Ability to identify problems with update rates by transmission or sensor loss;
(4) Demonstrating VS calibration consistency; 
(5) Demonstrating VS Alignment/Geometry device capability; 
(6) Transition of software support to the FAA; and

(7) Technical approach to meet the requirements for interoperability with the existing NGRVR as described in Section C.3.9.1 and the Draft Revision to Performance Specification FAA-E-2772A.  
(e) Book 1 - Part 5:  OCT Analysis Data

The Offeror shall provide technical information on the design, manufacturing process and/or performance of its VS and ALS to support the evaluation of OCT performance requirements that are not capable of being demonstrated during OCT.  The technical information must be organized by the “Test ID” denoted in Section J, Attachment J-4, Appendix B. The test descriptions for these Test IDs can be found in Section J, Attachment J-4, paragraph 4.5.
Information provided by the Offeror shall be concise and not include raw data.

(f) Book 1 – Part 6:  Government Furnished Information/Equipment Instructions

The Offeror shall identify all Government furnished information or equipment.

The Offeror must identify Contracts with characteristics strongly similar to this procurement, describe the characteristics that make each Contract relevant for comparison, and provide performance data and points of contact.  The Offeror must also provide a completed Past Performance Form for subcontractors, which have a significant role in the products being proposed.  All submitted programs must reflect on-going work or work completed no longer than three years ago.

The Offeror shall submit a Systems Engineering Management Plan IAW Section C.3.4 and CDRL C001.

(f) Book 2 - Part 6:  Quality Systems Plan Instructions

The Offeror shall submit a Quality Systems Plan IAW Section C.3.5 and CDRL F001.
(g) Book 2 - Part 7:  Configuration Management (CM) Plan Instructions

The Offeror shall submit a CM Plan outline IAW Section C.3.6.1 and CDRL E001.  The purpose of this outline is to determine that the Offeror understands the scope of requirements for a CM Program.  The full CM Plan will be submitted as specified in CDRL E001. 
(h) Book 2 - Part 8:  Contractors Master Test Plan Instructions

The Offeror shall submit a Contractors Master Test Plan outline IAW Section C.3.8.2 and CDRL D001.  The purpose of this outline is to determine that the Offeror understands the scope of requirements for a test program.  The full plan will be submitted as specified in CDRL D001.

(i) Book 2 - Part 9:  Integrated Support Plan (ISP) Instructions

The Offeror shall submit an ISP outline IAW Section C.3.11.1 and CDRL G001.  The purpose of this outline is to determine that the Offeror understands the scope of requirements for National Airspace integrated Logistics Support (NAILS).  The full ISP Plan will be submitted as specified in CDRL G001.

L.13.4.1 Price Proposal Preparation Instructions

The Offeror is expected, in good faith, to submit current data, supporting schedules, or substantiation, which is sufficient to establish the reasonableness and realism of the proposed price.  The Offeror shall demonstrate: (a) existing verifiable data; (b) the judgment factors, rationale, and methodology applied in projecting known data to the estimate, and (c) contingencies used by the Offeror in the proposed price.

A submittal in response to this SIR must contain the Offeror’s best terms from a price, management and technical standpoint.  Pricing data must not be included in Proposal Volumes I and II.

The Offeror shall submit the pricing for the products and services identified in Section B.  For pricing purposes, it is anticipated that Contract award will occur in June 2004.  The Offeror’s proposed cost/prices must be IAW Government Fiscal Years (GFY).  Price information must be submitted as a part of the Offeror’s complete proposal in a separate, plainly marked “Price Volume.”  The pricing instructions are applicable to the prime contractor and all subcontractors.

Because equitable and appropriate price allocation is required for Government Contracts, it is expected that Offerors and their subcontractors will estimate and price their proposals using approved estimating, pricing and accounting systems, IAW their Cost Accounting Standards Disclosure Statement  (if applicable).  An important prerequisite for the award of the Contract is that the Offeror’s accounting system is capable of identifying and segregating costs.  Proposals should be in sufficient detail to allow direct and indirect rate verification and audit of selected costs by cognizant DCAA offices.

An Offeror’s proposal is presumed to represent the best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and price should be explained in the proposal.  The Price Evaluation Team may need to discuss the details of the technical and/or management proposals with the technical team to make an overall determination of how well the prices proposed reflect the technical approach.  The Price Evaluation Team will inform the technical team of inconsistencies between the Price and technical proposals in order to ensure compatibility.  The burden of proof as to price credibility rests with the Offeror.  The price evaluation must consider and assess the most likely price to the FAA (including fee) and the realism and reasonableness of the Offerors proposal.

After the proposals have been received and reviewed by the FAA and discussions and negotiations have been completed with Offerors within the competitive range, the Offerors may be provided an opportunity to submit proposal revisions as best and final offers (BAFOs).  Lump sum reductions in Price will not be accepted without supporting rationale.  Supporting data must provide traceability to the technical, business, or financial conditions that caused the change.

L.13.4.2 Book 1:  Price Proposal

(a) Book 1 - Part 1:  Introduction Instructions

The Offeror shall provide a cover letter signed by an authorized company official, an introduction, table of contents, price proposal overview/summary, and any changes to approved/disclosed purchasing, estimating, accounting systems or Cost Accounting Standards (CAS) Disclosure Statement.  The price proposal overview must provide comprehensive narrative support for the price proposal.
(b) Book 1 - Part 2:  Assumptions Instructions

The Offeror shall provide an explanation of any deviations or exceptions from the price proposal instructions provided in Section L.  The Offeror must provide detail narrative supporting the proposed price.  The methodology used by the Offeror must be consistent with the Offeror’s disclosed accounting practices.  The price proposal must contain all pricing information for the products herein.  The Offeror must include any information or documentation deemed pertinent to fully support and substantiate the prices proposed.
(c) Book 1 - Part 3:  Contract Work Breakdown Structure (CWBS) Instructions

The Offeror shall provide a matrix and accompanying rationale that traces the Offeror’s proposed price from the Section B Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) to the CWBS IAW Section C.3.2.2.3 and CDRL A003.  This matrix must also reference the Statement of Work, FAA-E-2772A and the Technical Proposal, Volume II.  The prime contractor must ensure that each major subcontractor complies with the CWBS to obtain accuracy and consistency in reporting data.

(d) Book 1 – Part 4:  Acronyms and Abbreviations Instructions

The Offeror shall provide a list of all acronyms and abbreviations accompanied by their identification or full spelling of the abbreviated word used in their proposal.

(e) Part 10:  Financial Statements Instructions

The Offeror shall furnish audited financial statements (Form 10-K, if applicable) for the last three (3) fiscal years of business for the corporation, and for any affiliate, subsidiary, or division proposed to perform work delineated in Section C for which separate financial records are maintained.  The Offeror must furnish a copy of its quarterly report (Form 10-Q) for all quarters not included in its most recent annual reports (Form 10-K) and any periodic reports of significant events on Form 8-K issued within the last six months.

(f) Forward Pricing Rate Agreements (FPRA) Instructions

The Offeror shall furnish a copy of the most recent FPRA with a Federal Government Agency or DCAA/DCMA.

(g) Cross Reference Matrix CLIN to CWBS to SOW

The Offeror shall provide a matrix that cross-references the CLIN to the CWBS to the SOW.

L.13.4.3 Book 2:  Price Proposal

(a) Book 2 - Part 1:  Completed Section B Instructions

The Offeror shall provide a fully burdened price for each CLIN in Section B with summary detail sheets that identify associated prices.  The following CLINs will be priced in this summary as listed below for price proposal purposes:

(b) Book 2 - Part 2:  Basis for Estimates Instructions

The Offeror shall provide rationale and justification for all proposed prices by CLIN and by CWBS.  Estimating methodologies and considerations should be provided for all proposed prices.  At the minimum, if applicable, the Offeror must furnish direct labor hours and labor skill mix to fully support labor estimates, including detail rationale and justification.  

Each other direct costs (ODCs) item must be listed separately with justification and rationale for the associated costs.  The total costs for each item must be allocated to the appropriate CWBS.  Examples of such costs include computer usage, consultants, and reproduction.

The Offeror shall submit basis, substantiation, and rationale for the travel estimate; identify the proposed destination of trips, purposes, duration, mode of travel, lodging, meals, and auto rental, number of persons per trip and number of trips and the occurrence and reimbursable of travel costs.  This is only for the FFP travel activities that are not included in the T&M CLINs.  The travel costs for the T&M CLINs should be separately identified.

(c) Book 2 - Part 3:  Direct Labor Rates Instructions

The Offeror and each Subcontractor shall provide actual direct labor rates by category for current year 2003.  Since Contract award is not anticipated until June 2004 (GFY 2004), the Offeror must state the applied percentage year for 2003 and the applied percentage of escalation for GFY 2004 and each year of the Contractor must present the governing Forward Pricing Rate Agreement (FPRA) (if applicable).  The escalation factors will be evaluated to determine reasonableness and realism.  An unreasonably low escalation factor may render the proposal unacceptable and may be cause for its rejection.

(d) Book 2 - Part 4:  Time and Materials CLIN ICDLS Instructions

The Offeror shall provide a breakdown of proposed hourly rates for each labor category.  The breakdown must include the direct hourly labor rate, fringe benefits, overhead, general and administrative (G&A) expense, other approved indirect(s), and profit.  If the direct labor rate is a composite rate, the breakdown must also give the percentages of each labor rate used to arrive at the composite rate.  The Offeror must also provide the details of prices associated with other direct costs (ODCs) and travel/living expenses by CWBS/GFY.
(e) Book 2 - Part 5:  Time and Materials CLIN Engineering Services Instructions

The Offeror shall provide a breakdown of proposed hourly rates for each labor category.  The breakdown must include the direct hourly labor rate, fringe benefits, overhead, general and administrative (G&A) expense, other approved indirect(s), and profit.  If the direct labor rate is a composite rate, the breakdown must also give the percentages of each labor rate used to arrive at the composite rate.  The Offeror must also provide the details of prices associated with other direct costs (ODCs) and travel/living expenses by CWBS/GFY.

(f) Book 2 - Part 6:  List of Special Tooling and Support Equipment

The Offeror shall separately identify a list of any special tooling and support equipment, including prices and quantities, required to support this program IAW Section C.3.1.7.
(g) Book 2 - Part 7:  Materials Listing of COTS and NDI

The Offeror and all its subcontractors shall complete Attachment J-5, Exhibit 3, to include any proposed discount percentages of price, reduction due to large quantity buys, commingling of buys with other in-house programs, etc on COTS/NDI.
(h) Book 2 - Part 8:  Subcontractors Instructions

All Subcontractor and/or team partner information may be separately sealed, but must be submitted with each prime Offeror's proposal in this part.  All Subcontractor proposals must contain the same price substantiation, rationale, and supporting data required of the prime Offeror.
