PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT

PROGRAM REQUIREMENT: 

The FAA, Office of Airport Safety and Standards, AAS-1, has a requirement for a contract for the collection of airport safety data.  Any interested capable vendors who wish to fulfill this FAA requirement should read the following announcement and comply with the last paragraph entitled INTERESTED VENDORS.  

The FAA intends to enter into a sole source contract with Gregory C. Rigamer and Associates Inc. for this AAS requirement.  The two previous contracts for this AAS requirement were awarded to National Association of State Aviation Officials (NASAO).  The purpose of this Statement of Work (SOW) is to provide the FAA with the necessary support for the collection of airport safety data.  This effort is projected at one base year period and four one-year option periods.      

The basis for this procurement is 49 U.S.C. 47130, Airport Safety Data Collection.  Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the Administrator of the Federal Aviation Administration may contract, using sole source or limited source authority, for the collection of airport safety data.  Also, and over the years, Rigamer has developed a working relationship with several state aviation departments and the FAA in respect to airport safety data collection.  This experience has allowed Rigamer to attain a high level of proficiency in respect to development of software and automation to support collection and distribution of airport safety data.

This public announcement is being issued in accordance with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Acquisition Management System section 3.2.2.4.1.2.  The FAA intends to issue a Time and Materials contract within 30-45 days to Gregory C. Rigamer and Associates Inc. for this sole source effort. 

STATEMENT OF WORK

A.  
General.  The contractor shall furnish all necessary labor, tools, transportation, per diem expenses, materials, and incidentals and shall perform the work described herein.

1. Persons submitting information to contractor under this contract may include FAA, state, and territorial personnel as well as other persons authorized by the FAA.  The total number of people authorized by the FAA to submit data under this contract will not exceed 200.  Hereinafter these persons will be referred to as inspectors.

2. Total number of airports for which data will be submitted in any year of the contract will be 3500 or less.

3. It is intended that the inspectors will submit data to and receive feedback from the contractor electronically.  To accomplish this the contractor will:

a. provide the inspectors with the necessary software (or Internet interface) that has been approved by the FAA and instructional material on how to load and use the software;

b. establish and implement necessary security provisions to ensure the integrity of the data transaction; and

c. establish a help desk for the inspectors; and

d. ensure the software contains provisions for identifying whether the submitted data is the result of a full inspection or represents a partial update.

B. Review of Inspector Submissions  The contractor will receive completed inspections and sketches from the inspectors.  The contractor shall ensure that the changes noted during the inspection are readily discernible.  The contractor, upon receiving the completed inspections, shall verify that the submission is from an authorized source.  The contractor shall then review them for consistency with standards, notify the inspector of any discrepancies or inconsistencies, and resolve the same prior to submitting the inspection to the FAA. Contractor shall immediately begin review of all transmissions upon receipt of the data from inspectors.  It is the intent of this agreement that the contractor will complete its review within one business day of receipt of the data.  However, Contractor shall be responsible for processing a maximum of 30 inspections per business day.  Submissions by inspectors shall be archived by the contractor.  In conducting the review, the contractor shall ensure to the extent possible that:

1. All inspections were conducted in accordance with the procedures contained in Appendix 1 of FAA Order 5010.4, Airport Safety Data Program, current edition and the addendum dated May 1, 1991, including other changes that may be needed for clarification and/or consistency in reporting procedures. The FAA will provide additional documents that may be requested by the contractor that are necessary for the completion of the contract. All clarifications to orders and reporting requirements will be provided to the contractor in writing.

2. Inspectors used a computer generated FAA Form 5010-1 that is not older than one week at the time of inspection and a copy of the Airport Layout Sketch in conducting the airport safety data inspection at a particular airport.

3. The inspector has verified and/or corrected each data element on the FAA Form 5010-1, except elements #6, 7, 25, 26, 60, 61, 62, 63, 64, 85, 86, 87, 88 and 89, and those other data elements which are the responsibility of a specific FAA office as described in FAA Order 5010.4, current edition.

4.   Revisions to the original Airport Layout Sketch or the drafting of a new sketch have been made using the symbols and instructions contained in FAA Order 5010.4, Airport Safety Data Program, Appendix 2, or the revised draft of Appendix 2 printed by the FAA Airports Safety Data Branch dated May 1, 1991, or as agreed to by the FAA.  Any agreed to symbols or instructions will be provided to the contractor by the FAA.

5.   The inspector's name, title, telephone number, and the date of the inspection are entered in data elements #111 and 112, certifying that the inspector physically inspected the airport and believes that, except as otherwise noted by the inspector, the information on the computer generated FAA Form 5010-1 and accompanying Airport Layout Sketch represents actual conditions at the airport on the date of inspection.  An “S” should also be entered in element #111 to indicate a state inspection.

6.   If the associated city (data element 1) or the name of an airport (data element #2) is changed and an entry exists in data element #25 which is other than "N", the inspector has faxed to the contractor official documentation, signed by an authorized representative of the airport management, to substantiate the change. The contractor will notify AAS-330 by E-mail of any changes of this nature and forward the original documentation within one week to AAS-330.

7.   If there is a change in Airport use (data element #18) from public-use to private-use, the inspector has obtained and faxed to the contractor a written statement with the owner's signature indicating that he/she concurs with this change.  The contractor will notify AAS-330 by E-mail of any changes of this nature and forward the original documentation within 1 week to AAS-300.

8.   If the inspection indicates that a stopway has been established, the contractor will notify AAS-330 by E-mail of this change. 

C.
Submission of Inspections to the FAA  After reviewing the inspections in accordance with Paragraph B the contractor shall submit electronically to the FAA in a format acceptable to the FAA the changes and modification to the Airport Master Record (including the sketch) resulting  from an inspection.  It is the intent of this agreement that, this submission should be made within 2 business days after the date of receipt of the inspection from the inspector except for those Airport Master Records with major discrepancies, errors, omissions, or lacking documentation.   Those records shall be returned to the inspector for correction or resolution within five business days of receipt if the contractor is unable to resolve the problem through telephone or E-mail with the inspector.  However, as stated in paragraph B, above, the Contractor is not obligated to process more than 30 inspections per day.

D. Tracking Inspections   The contractor shall be responsible for establishing a computer system to track the status of each airport inspection made by each inspector and for submission of the tracking system information to the FAA.

1.   As a minimum, the tracking system shall include identifying information for each airport (i.e., airport name, location identifier, city, state, and site number) and (a)date of the inspection by the inspector, (b)date of receipt of inspection by the contractor, (c)date of submission of the inspection by the contractor to the FAA, and (d)date that the inspector or other designee was notified that the data base was updated and the number of days that elapse between each of the preceding dates.  The software used to set up the tracking system must be approved by the FAA. 

2.   The contractor shall report monthly to FAA on the information contained in tracking system specified in paragraph D1.  This report shall be structured by FAA region and by state within each region, identify the inspector who made the inspection, and submitted to the FAA electronically. 

E. Printing and Distribution of Inspections  Upon receipt of the final, or when necessary corrected final Airport Master Record or electronic access thereto, the contractor will join the printout with the revised airport sketch. The Contractor shall maintain email addresses to responsible parties at the agencies listed in this section and provide an electronic copy of both the Airport Master Record in “pdf” format for printing by the agency along with an electronic copy of the sketch in a format acceptable for printing by the agency.  If the receiving agency does not have the ability or wishes not to receive an electronic copy of the final Airport Master Record, the contractor shall reproduce the Airport Master Record with the revised sketch on the reverse and is responsible for the distribution to the following recipients:

(a) Airport Owner (one copy).

(b) Associated Flight Service Station (one copy)

(c) National Flight Data Center (three copies)

(d) Appropriate Airports Regional Office and Airports District Office (one copy to each)

(e) AAS-330 (one copy)

(f) FAA Records Center (one copy each to maximum of two locations to be specified by the FAA)

(g) State agency that submitted the inspection (one copy).

F. Interface with the States  The contractor shall contact each state that has received a grant for inspection and 

1. notify states that have received grants for conducting inspections of contractor’s U.S. mail address, E-mail address and telephone number of where inspections are to be submitted.

2. request a current roster of inspectors containing the inspector's name, date of last training in FAA Form 5010-1 inspection procedures, job title, telephone number, address, and E-mail address.  This roster shall be provided FAA on a  quarterly basis.

3.   request verification from each state that all inspectors listed on the roster in Paragraph F2 certified in writing that they have read and understand the publication Airport Ground Vehicle Operations.
4.   distribute procedural changes and other pertinent information to the states that have been initiated by the contractor or the FAA and have an effect on the inspection process.  A copy of such changes and information shall also be sent to the FAA (AAS-330).

5.   notify states where the time elapsed between the inspection and submission of the inspection to the contractor exceed the time specified by the FAA.  FAA is responsible for providing the contractor with the acceptable time.

G.
Training and Seminars  The contractor shall arrange for training, meetings, and seminars of airport inspectors who are actively engaged in conducting airport inspections under the Airport Safety Data Program.  Training costs are included in the Section B dollar amounts.  These costs include the amounts to pay inspectors for their travel costs to training sites and per diem while in a training status.  Any proposal to conduct training, meetings, or seminars under this provision must be approved in advance by the FAA.  FAA also reserves the right to have its own personnel attend any gathering under this provision at no cost to the government except for costs associated with travel.

H. Electronic Transmittal of the Airport Sketch   The contractor                             shall develop a software program and procedures to be able to transmit the airport sketch to the FAA.

I.   Security Requirements
The contractor shall comply with security requirements outlined in FAA Orders 1600.54 and 1370.82 (draft), FAA Information System Security Program; FAA Handbook 1600.1D Personnel Security Program and any future FAA Information System Security Policy. 

The contractor shall implement technical, administrative, physical, and personnel security requirements to ensure integrity, availability and confidentiality throughout the system life cycle.

J. Time Frame
Projected period of performance for the contractor will commence with this SOW through 1 year, with options for four additional years through 2006.

INTERESTED VENDORS

All interested vendors must submit a 2 to 3 page Statement of Capability describing how the vendor’s corporate capabilities and applicable experience will qualify the vendor to perform the requirement listed previously in this announcement.  This statement of capability must be delivered to the FAA Contracting Officer, ASU-360, room 402 no later than Thursday, May 24, 2001 at 2:00 p.m.  The description should be succinct and specific, and must include the following:

1.      General statement of corporate history and capabilities

2. Specific experience with effort stated above 

3. Description of how the vendor would immediately (at time of contract award) provide the support necessary as identified above.
