PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT:  Pursuant to Sec. 3.8.3 of the FAA Acquisition Management System (AMS), and due to the time criticality of  this requirement,  FAA will place an order against the Federal Supply Schedule (FSS) for a contract to provide the above services.  Consideration of vendors for this order will be limited to Socially and Economically Disadvantaged Businesses (SEDBs) certified to participate in the 8(a) program by the Small Business Administration (SIC Code 7379).  The purpose of this announcement is to obtain market information from SEDB vendors which may be considered by FAA before placing its order under the FSS.  FAA is not soliciting offers from vendors, but is seeking only market information regarding existing FSS contracts.  





Only those vendors who express an interest in providing these services by responding to this announcement will be considered for the FSS order.  However, FAA is not obligated to consider all vendors responding to this announcement.  Pursuant to AMS Sec. 3.2.1.3.12, no further announcement will be made regarding this order.  





DESCRIPTION OF CONTRACT:  The contractor will provide ADP support services for the Office of the Chief Counsel’s information resource management systems.  The Statement of Work and labor descriptions for the contract are attached to this announcement.  The contract type will be Indefinite Delivery-Indefinite Quantity for labor hours.  The contract period of performance will be one base year with four one-year options.





INFORMATION REQUESTED:  Eligible vendors should submit the following information to the address below by COB, Monday, February 6, 1998:  





1)	An expression of interest in being considered for the FSS order.





2)	A statement (no more than 10 pages) of the vendor’s capabilities, including relevant experience, to perform the requirements of the Statement of Work, or a catalogue which demonstrates these capabilities.  





3)	The vendor’s labor categories on the FSS schedule which are proposed to meet each labor description for the contract, with prices, and resumes (no more than 2 pages) for each position.  





4)	In addition to describing their general capability to perform the requirements in the Statement of Work, vendors should specifically address the following capabilities: 





a)	knowledge and experience in software customization/ development/rehosting of mission critical software; 





b)	knowledge and experience of programming languages, including WANG COBOL, FoxPro, and Access;





c)	knowledge and experience with WANG and Novell hardware/software operating systems environments;





d)	knowledge and experience in business process re-engineering;





e)	knowledge and experience in imaging systems and automated workflow processes;





f)	knowledge and experience in developing and implementing strategic information resources planning;





g)	knowledge and experience in communications operations support;





h)	knowledge or experience in international slot management and scheduling support;





i)	capability to provide maintenance to support a wide range of desktop and server systems that include PCs, workstations, WANG systems and others;





j)	knowledge or experience in operations of a legal department and a government office.
