Monopulse Beacon Test Set (MBTS)

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has identified an operational requirement for a Monopulse Beacon Test Set (MBTS) to be procured to support existing and future Secondary Surveillance Radar Systems.  The MBTS will be used by FAA personnel at operational field sites to perform routine maintenance and certification tasks of the radar systems.  The FAA’s known requirement for this product is 125 units.  The FAA may require up to 450 units.  Funds are not currently available for this procurement.  The FAA anticipates that funding will be made available in Fiscal Year 1999.  

As a first step in the procurement process, the FAA conducted an industry survey for the Monopulse Beacon Test Set (MBTS) during the period of August 1997 through January 1998, to determine if any commercially available equipment exists which may partially or fully satisfy the operational requirements of the MBTS.  As a result of this survey, the draft specification, which was issued with the initial market survey announcement in August 1997, has been revised.  This revised draft specification is provided as an attachment to this announcement for further industry comment.
