REQUIRED TASKS:

5.1 The contractor shall provide a control room display wall that is comprised of eight 52-inch diagonal 1024 by 768-resolution projection cubes.  These cubes will be configured into a 2 unit high by 4 unit wide single display.  The display will provide the operators a primary view of the FAA Traffic Situation Display (TSD) operations map, DVD and VCR player output and multiple network applications such as Dispatch and Flight following web pages along with Unix Central Flight Monitoring System (CFMSS) applications. The system should also be able to project a Weather Services International (WSI) computer (FAA provided) display. A maximum of 16 separate inputs shall be able to be displayed with independent sizing and screen positioning.  The total number of 52-inch diagonal cubes will be 8 making a 2 unit high by 4-unit wide overall seamless cube display.  The approximate display size will be 166-inches by 63-inches high with an aggregate resolution of 1536 pixels by 4096 pixels.  The cube display will be housed in a custom provided base matching the color and style of the existing Evan pods with adequate space to conceal the provided control room equipment.  In addition a custom valance will be provided above the cubes to house 6 time zone clocks with silkscreen labels and 2 stereo speakers.  

The FAA will also require the ability to view high definition satellite news and weather broadcasts, as well as other video sources on 2 additional  (1 FAA furnished) 37-inch diagonal 1024 by 768 resolution Plasma Displays.  The Plasma Monitors shall be ceiling mounted and placed on each side of the primary cube display wall. One Satellite dish and receiver is government furnished. 

5.2 Display wall Processor.  Contractor will provide FAA with a dynamic display wall processor with native NT operating system.  The processor will provide FAA with the capability of displaying files and applications from their own internal network.  This includes the insertion of the Unix based server for display of Traffic Situation Display (TSD) operations map.  FAA requires the ability to select multiple files to view and scale anywhere within the 2 by 8 display.

5.3 Source Equipment.  The contractor will provide a SVHS VCR and progressive scan DVD/CDR/CDRW player for viewing on the display wall.  For viewing of news and weather programming there shall be 2 high definition DSS receivers (1 FAA furnished) for up to 2 Source Equipment.  The contractor shall furnish a matching Hitachi 37” High Resolution XGA (1024 x 768) plasma monitor to complement the existing Hitachi plasma that is government furnished.  The contractor will provide a SVHS VCR and simultaneous broadcasts.  These sources will be available to view on each of the two 37-inch displays and the primary display wall. The right 37” display will also be split to provide an input feed to the manager’s office (video/audio cable run is FAA furnished). 

5.4 Switching/Routing.  Contractor will provide a 16 input by 16-output composite video router with audio to enable versatile selection and distribution of the video sources.  FAA requires the ability to choose which video sources audio information will be monitored on the ceiling speaker system.  In addition an 8X8 RGBH router will be provided to enable the distribution of RGB inputs to be viewed on either Plasma or through RGB insertion of the Wall Controller. Additionally, each of the 9 Evans pods will be modified with two sets of dual power switches that are neatly integrated into the console.  The power switches will control the computer CPU, dual monitors, and fan power to each seat position.

5.5 Audio Systems.  Contractor will provide a high quality stereo sound system.  There shall be 2 wall-mounted speakers placed inside the contractor provided valance above the screen wall system.  Contractor shall provide a quality-amplified speaker at each console location.  The FAA operator shall have the ability to select which audio program they need to listen to via a contractor furnished control panel and control volume levels at each of 10 locations. 

5.6 Central Control System.  Contractor will provide a central automated control system.  The system shall enable FAA personnel to control the source equipment, switching devices and audio equipment.  The user interface shall be an icon based wireless LCD touch panel to simplify the operators ability to control each device for items like:  source selection, transport functions and volume adjustments. 

5.7 A web video camera will be installed on the East side of hangar #8 and will allow FICO operators to view, on the internet and display on the video wall, any aircraft remaining on the ramp, the resolution of the camera image must be such that the aircraft “N” number is readable by FICO operators on their consoles and/or video wall.  

5.8 Integration:

5.8.1 Cable Pulls and Infrastructure

The essential part of this project is the cabling infrastructure and connection plates that provide access to and distribution for the audio video systems. Contractor will follow industry standards for cable run-sheets, labels, cable management, termination and testing.

5.8.2 Assembly and Fabrication

The equipment racks and components may be built on site or at the contractor’s facility.  Installation would also include any unpacking and testing of major components prior to fabrication of the racks.

5.8.3 On-site Installation

The on-site installation of the electronic equipment will begin as soon as the site is deemed clean and dust free.  Pending installation, all equipment will be stored in a clean dust free environment.  Prior to installation of electronic equipment, the contractor will be on-site supervising and or pulling and terminating all audio video associated cable.  All cable will be pre-pulled so that conductor and wire scrap will not contaminate sensitive equipment.  Contractor will be responsible for coordinating with other vendors on the project, to ensure all specifications are met, e.g. data, electrical, conduit, HVAC, and structural elements.  Ensuring that equipment is not plugged in until the prime contractor has deemed the power in the building is safe and clean.  A sub-system is not deemed complete until all parts of the sub-system have been calibrated and tested. All contractor-installed cabinetwork will match the existing FICO cabinetwork.

5.8.4 Programming

Contractors control system programmers will develop software code in order for the system to function as required.  The code is installed into the system and tested after all the required audio video components are installed and have been wired to the control system.  Contractor will perform in-house and on-site testing of the system to insure that it meets the specification of the project.  

5.8.5 System Testing and Adjustment

Prior to notification of system completion, each sub-system will be thoroughly tested and adjusted.  This will include conforming remote controls for video and audio inputs and outputs, setting and equalizing normal level controls for video and audio and adjusting physical installation parameters.  Contractors system shall comply with but are not limited to industry standard specifications including SMPTE, IEEE, NCAC and ASTM.
