STATEMENT OF WORK OBJECTIVES





1.	OBJECTIVE





The purpose of this contract is to provide the highest possible quality of engineering, industrial hygiene, environmental, occupational safety and health, power systems, and program management support services to implement and manage a broad variety of environmental compliance, environmental cleanup, occupational safety and health, fuel storage tank, power systems, and energy conservation programs in support of the National Airspace System (NAS) Transition and Implementation (ANS) organization.  The NAS Transition and Implementation requires technical and program management support to identify, evaluate, and analyze-environmental compliance, environmental cleanup, occupational safety and health, fuel storage tank, and energy conservation program planning and implementation tasks for the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA)  headquarters, regions and centers.  The Power Systems and Engineering Division also has the responsibility for the overall Power Program for NAS systems and facilities.  This includes administering the facility lightning, grounding and bonding program, alternative power sources, architectural and engineering support for NAS platforms, administration and engineering support for NAS Change Proposals (NCP) which deal with NAS facilities and support systems, and all engineering support for the OSH and environmental programs administered by the Environmental Compliance and Employee Safety Division.





2.	SCOPE





The contractor may be required to mobilize into specific local emergencies after natural or man made disasters and perform emergency response and/or interim remedial actions.  The contractor may be required to complete multiple task orders simultaneously at various sites throughout the continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii, and US Territories.  The FAA currently has one site on the National Priorities List.  The contractor shall provide all support necessary to ensure a safe and  effective accomplishment of project criteria within specific task completion schedules.  The contractor shall coordinate extensively with FAA headquarters staff and all FAA regional and center organizations.  Knowledge of FAA headquarters and regional business practices, facility configuration and criticality is essential.  The contractor shall provide the required engineering, environmental, occupational safety and health, and energy conservation personnel including, but not limited to, program and project management, industrial hygienists, multiple engineering disciplines, certified safety professionals, and certified industrial hygienists and shall have access to a variety of licensed engineers and trained scientists.  When contractor personnel, in the performance of their duties, may be exposed to asbestos and/or lead, the contractor shall provide certification of training and medical surveillance for those personnel.  The contractor shall provide statement of work planning, implementation strategy, coordination, scheduling, and detailed estimates for all required surveys, evaluations, investigations, and studies requested by the FAA.  In the performance of field investigation activities, the contractor will be required to perform site visits which could include trips to remote places and, at times, under extreme weather conditions.  The contractor may also be required to provide technical training, assist with or give briefings, prepare training courses and materials, review and provide comments on existing courses and materials.  The contractor may be required to attend or arrange for meetings, conferences, and workshops as determined by the FAA.  The contractor may also be required to perform a wide variety of tasks in support of the Program Management functions including but not limited to cost benefit analysis, staffing studies, or best practice.  The contractor will be provided a task order for each task and will be required to provide a detailed work plan including labor categories for each task order and written report with findings, recommendations, and conclusions at the completion of the task or at set intervals as requested by the FAA.  For all four areas, environmental, occupational safety and health, energy conservation, and power systems the contractor shall demonstrate a working knowledge of applicable Federal and State laws and other directives such as executive orders and shall be able to interpret and apply the requirements to the performance of the tasks required by the FAA.  





The types of services to be provided by the contractor are:  1) Implementation policy development, Environmental analysis and technical support on a wide variety of FAA ground based facilities.  The contractor may be required to provide full and complete short-term Operations and Maintenance (O&M) functions for a given facility.  The contractor may be required to perform investigative studies and perform various field investigation activities that include, but are not limited  to, drilling for soil sampling, well installation, aquifer testing, sampling and analysis of soil, and sampling and analysis for a wide variety of chemical, and biological properties.  Environmental compliance and environmental cleanup activities will be performed in accordance with Federal, state, and local regulations; 2) Occupational Safety and Health support including, but not limited to, consultation, surveys, design, sampling, monitoring, analysis, assessment and specification review for a diversity of efforts, specifically including asbestos and lead, in the areas of industrial hygiene, and safety and health including fire life safety issues at FAA facilities.  The contractor shall provide industrial hygiene services, investigations and assessments, job safety analyses, safety and compliance planning and implementation services for a broad spectrum of potential health and safety hazards that may exist due to the diversified nature of FAA facilities and equipment.  The contractor must possess a comprehensive range of technical skills for recognition, evaluation, and control or elimination of potential health and safety hazards.  The contractor shall perform sampling and analysis for potential or known chemical, physical, and biological hazards, particularly those associated with asbestos and lead, in accordance with current Federal, state and local regulations and NIOSH or other criteria as described by the FAA.  Sampling and analysis reports must be submitted to the FAA as required by the FAA; 3) Energy conservation support including but not limited to the planning, implementation, and management of FAA’s Energy Conservation Program;  4) Power Systems including but not limited to technical, engineering, project and program management functional areas for the FAA.  Tasks will be assigned for completion in various program, project, engineering and management functional areas for any FAA facilities.  Also, included but not limited to, are support activities for the engineering and seismic specifications and standards for support of NAS services;  power support and policy, NCP engineering support and management; A&E support and engineering support for the matrixed environmental, energy, and OSH programs, managed and administered by other FAA elements.
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
