Therefore, any costs associated with RFI submissions will be solely at the interested party’s expense.
BACKGROUND:

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement to purchase products (including installation), and design services for the limited modernization of FOB-10B, located at 600 Independence Avenue, SW., Washington, D.C.  Product needs include system, files, free standing, conventional, reception area, and conference room furniture.   It is anticipated that the building will require installation of furniture during the 2nd and 3rd quarters of fiscal year 2002.  The exact date of delivery and installation will vary depending on the commencement and completion of construction by the General Services Administration (GSA).
The FAA contemplates issuing multiple Blanket Purchase Agreements to vendors that have existing GSA FSS contracts for office furniture products and design services that meet the FAA furniture needs/requirements, as set forth in the draft requirement (see draftreq.doc, drafteval.doc, and WorkstA.PDF thru WorkstQ.PDF).
