DRAFT EVALUATION SCHEME FOR FURNITURE REQUIREMENT FOR ‘FOB-10B’ MODERNIZATION


VENDOR EVALUATION 

A.  General


1. Proposals will be evaluated against the criteria set forth below.  It is the offeror's responsibility to provide information, evidence or exhibits that clearly demonstrate its ability to satisfactorily respond to the contract requirements and the criteria listed below.


2. This acquisition will utilize the Best Value Approach for selecting the offeror(s) for award(s).  The Best Value Approach is a method of selecting the proposal that represents the greatest value to the FAA, based on the evaluation of price and other criteria specified in the RFP.  This approach provides the opportunity for trade-offs between the established criteria and does not require that the award be made to either the offeror(s) submitting the highest rated technical proposal(s) or the offeror(s) submitting the lowest price, although the ultimate award decision may be either of these offeror(s).   Risks associated with an offerors' proposal will be considered in the final Best Value determination.


3. Proposals that are unbalanced as to the prices for the basic and out-year quantities may be rejected.  An unbalanced proposal is one which is based on prices significantly less than cost for some work and prices which are significantly overstated for other work of a similar nature.


4. Communications with potential offerors may take place throughout the selection process, as required, at the discretion of the FAA.  All communication will be coordinated by the CO.  The purpose of communications is to ensure there are mutual understandings between the FAA and the offerors on all aspects of the procurement, including the offerors' submittal/proposal.  Communications with one offeror will not necessitate communications with other offerors since communications will be offeror specific.  Communications shall not require the FAA to request revised proposals (see FAA AMS Section 3.2.2.3.1.2.2).


5. Multiple awards will be considered for this procurement.  While the FAA may make only a single award, the FAA reserves the right to make multiple awards under this RFP.  The FAA will consider individual CLIN pricing, by offeror, in its best value evaluation.  Offerors are not required to include prices for each line item requested in Section B, however, an offeror is only eligible for award for those CLINs for which pricing has been submitted. 

B.  Award Considerations


1. Contract(s) will be awarded to those responsible offeror(s) whose proposal is considered most likely to satisfy the requirements of the FAA and to be in the best interest of the FAA, price and other criteria considered.  The FAA reserves the right to determine which proposal(s) demonstrates the required competence for providing the supplies described herein and offer the Best Value to the FAA.


2. There is no relative order of importance between the criteria listed below.  All the criteria listed below are important and will be considered in the Best Value award decision(s).  Therefore, offerors are cautioned not to minimize the importance of a detailed, adequate response to any criteria area.


3. Price may become increasingly more important as the difference in technical ratings decrease.


4. Offerors are advised that the FAA intends to make award(s) on the basis of initial offers, however, the FAA does reserve the right to hold discussions and/or request best and final offers (BAFOs) prior to making award decisions(s).  Therefore, offerors are advised to offer their most favorable terms and conditions in their initial proposal.  Offerors are encouraged to submit questions concerning, or request clarification of, any aspect of the RFP at the earliest opportunity prior to submission of proposals.


5. Information disclosed as a result of oral or written communication with an offeror may be considered in the evaluation of an offeror's submittal/proposal.


6. The FAA may contact references submitted by offeror's, and may use other information available to the FAA, to verify information provided within an offerors' proposal.


7. Prior to the award of any contract, the prospective contractor(s) must also be determined to be responsible.  To assist in this determination, the FAA reserves the right to conduct a pre-award survey of any offeror, or offeror's subcontractor(s), if deemed necessary by the Contracting Officer.  If a pre-award survey is conducted, it does not necessarily mean an offeror has been selected for award.

PROCUCT CAPABILITY

 1.  Demonstrate product capability to meet the requirements established in the SOW/Specification.  Provide examples (design drawings, same/similar products, manufacturing capability, etc.) of technical capability, as appropriate.  Include a copy of all existing literature for the products you are proposing.  Specify which of your products meet the needs of  the specific FAA Type Workstations.

2.  ENVIRONMENTALLY-ORIENTED PRODUCTS -  In response to this RFP, the FAA is seeking to maximize usage of companies that are environmental responsive in the manufacturing of products.  Companies should provide statements regarding their “green” initiatives in such areas as manufacturing process, packaging and shipping, use of materials that are not endangered, elimination or reduction of chemicals in manufacturing that are responsible for off-gassing, and the ability of the product to be recycled upon completion of its useful life.  Industry-wide initiatives, if any, should be included in the environmental response initiative. 


3.  SYSTEMS AND FREE STANDING CASE FURNITURE PRODUCT OFFERINGS -  The following product features should be addressed for each product you are proposing.  Be specific as to whether or not the proposed product(s) provide these features:

a.  Electrical systems with plug ins for computer and telephone lines at belt level, below the work surface and at floor level.

b.  Hang on panels that permit off center hanging of files and accessories.

c.  Rounded tops on flipper doors so that items cannot be put on top of the furniture.

d.  Fabric covered panels. 

e.  Ability to key individual workstations with field adjustments future keying changes.

f.   Ease in field adjustments after installation is complete which does not require an authorized installer.

g.  Ergonomic adjustments and features. 

h.  Quick ship programs.

i.   A trade in or buy back program for product.

j.   A lease with purchase option program.

k.  Adjustments to the workstations which can be performed by individuals.

l.   Designs and products in compliance with the Uniformed Federal Accessibility Standard.

m.   Accessory lines for systems furniture.

n.    File systems for systems furniture and freestanding pieces.

o.    Warranty terms and conditions.

p.    Construction, wood and laminate offerings.

q.    Ability to do special finishes to match existing case goods or purchases from other manufacturers.  

r.    Special finishes developed by the manufacturer that reduce water stains and improve resistance to scratches should be fully detailed in the submission.

s.    Wire management capability and special pieces to house personal printers and computer accessories should also be discussed.

Demonstrate the relationship between experience received during such prior contracts and the effort to be performed as a result of this RFP.  A maximum of five (5) contracts shall be provided.  The following information shall be provided on each contract provided under performance history: Type of Effort (supplies provided); Contract Number; Government Agency/Company; Contracting Officer/Point of Contact; Telephone Number (of point of contact).
