With respect to those CLINs for Phase I Stages I and II, the delivery schedules shall be as proposed by the contractor in their proposal.  However, the delivery schedule for Phase I Stages I and II NexGen Systems/functionality installation and migration shall meet the following minimum delivery requirements: 

· All Phase I Stage I sites shall be installed not later than 6 (six) months after contract award.

· All Phase I Stage II post offices shall be migrated not later than 9 (nine) months after the date that the Government exercises the option for this requirement. The Government may exercise the option at any time prior to September 30, 2003.  The contractor shall not migrate any post offices from sites other than the "key sites" until such time as the key sites have been installed and migrated to the satisfaction of the Government.

· With respect to exercising the option for Phase I Stage II, the Government reserves the right to exercise the option such that the implementation (installation and/or migration activities) for Phase I Stage II requirements may actually overlap with the installation and migration activities for Phase I Stage I requirements.  

Please note:  Phase 1 Stage 1 will be ordered and funded at time of contract award; and Phase 1 Stage 2 may be ordered as an option during either Fiscal Year 2002 or Fiscal Year 2003, at the government’s discretion.
