SYNOPSIS

PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT - INTENT TO ISSUE SCREENING INFORMATION REQUEST (SIR)

PROGRAM TITLE:  FAA COMMUNICATION CONSULTATION & SUPPORT

NOTE:  THIS REQUIREMENT IS A FULL AND OPEN COMPETITION

Purpose of Announcement:

In accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration’s Acquisition Management System (FAAAMS), Section 3.2.1.3.12, industry is hereby informed that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement valued at over $100,000.

This announcement is intended to inform industry that the FAA intends to issue a Screening Information Request (SIR) on or about February 7, 2001 as further stated below.  This announcement is NOT A SCREENING INFORMATION REQUEST (SIR) NOR A REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (RFP) of any kind, and is not intended to guarantee procurement of services.  Further, the FAA is not currently seeking nor accepting unsolicited proposals.

The FAA anticipates awarding one IDIQ time and materials contracts for contractor support for implementation of an internal communications program that began in June of 1999 and an external corporate communications program, separate from the traditional public affairs/news media effort.  This external program is aimed at aviation stakeholders and industry constituents.  The internal program is designed to promote the greater flow of corporate information throughout the agency, to create better channels and processes for employee feedback, and to strengthen internal communications within and across the lines of business and staff offices.  The FAA Communications Consultation & Support requirement is described in the attached DRAFT Statement of Work.  The total estimated value of this requirement for the base year and two option years is $600,000.

Description:

The FAA has a requirement for contractor support in continuing implementation of an internal communications program and an external communications program.  The requirement for these services will be for one year, with two 1-year options.  Options will be evaluated.  The Government intends to award one contract under this requirement.    

Offerors will be required to provide information in the following areas to be further considered.  However, solely meeting these criteria does not wholly determine whether an offeror is acceptable or qualified nor does it guarantee contract award. 

Providing Seamless Transition – How well does the contractor understand the work in the Statement of Work as exhibited by the detailed information they provide and their approach to the work?  How will the contractor assure a smooth transition from the initial phases of implementation to this phase of implementation?  

Management/Staff Capability and Past Performance – What is the quality of staff proposed for this work in terms of experience, qualifications, and relevance to the work?  (Past performance of the staff advising clients on state-of-the-art communication, best practices, and strategies; designing and implementing comprehensive communications plans for large, complex organizations; private and public sector internal/employee communications experience; private and public sector non-media, external communications experience; working directly with high level executives including providing on-the-spot expert guidance and advice.)  What is the quality of the project manager proposed for this work?  (Same performance issues as staff plus skill in facilitating meetings, making oral presentations, planning and assigning work, leading teams, and completing complex projects.)  What is the availability of individuals proposed for the duration of the work?  What is the past performance of the company on this type of work?  

Schedule:

The FAA intends to release the SIR to industry on or about February 7, 2001.
