The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is announcing its plans for the acquisition of repair/rebuild services for a traveling wave tube, Teledyne MEC P/N MT13046, Norden Systems P/N 187800, and Varian Associates P/N 5392N1.  This tube is a critical component of the Airport Surface Detection Equipment (ASDE-3) System.  This system is an integral part of the National Airspace (NAS) and Air Traffic Control Systems (ATCS), and directly impacts the safety of the flying public.  Accordingly, only those firms that meet the following pre-qualification criteria should express interest:

· Currently, and have for the past five years, been actively engaged in the continuous business of successfully repairing/rebuilding this same type of tube.

The contractor shall furnish labor, plant, parts, supplies, materials, fixtures, equipment, tools, test equipment, technical data/expertise, and other facilities necessary to accomplish repair/rebuild, and return to the Government in a completely serviceable condition, the Government-owned tubes.

The contract will be for a 1-year base period with four 1-year option periods to be exercised at the sole discretion of the Government.  The agreement will be an indefinite delivery/requirements type of contract, with firm-fixed unit prices.  The Government estimates the cost for the total 5-year period to be $5,725,346.

This acquisition will use streamlined acquisition procedures employing best practices for competitive negotiated procurements as authorized by the Federal Aviation Administration Acquisition Management System (AMS) of 1997.  Offers will be evaluated, and contract award made, on the basis of the responsible offeror submitting the lowest total offer for all items, and whose proposal meets the Government’s minimum requirements as called out in the solicitation documents.

Interested firms, who can comply with and meet the pre-qualification criteria specified in this announcement, should respond by January 11, 2002, with written substantiating documentation.

The FAA reserves the right to no longer consider on this acquisition, firms which fail to respond, respond incompletely, or respond with any information found to be verifiably false.  In addition, the incumbent contractor is not required to pre-qualify or otherwise respond to this announcement.
