I. Purpose: 

The purpose of this Screening Information Request (SIR) is to seek competent and qualified contractors for the installation of a Medium-Intensity Approach Lighting System with RAIL at North Bend, OR. The evaluation process may involve face-to-face negotiations with one or more offerors at the option of the Government. Written responses to this SIR are due by close of business on March 22, 2002. Only the selected qualified offerors will be asked to respond to the Request for Offers (RFO) with pricing.

This action is not set-aside in any way.

II. Scope of Project: 

The work in general includes the following: Site preparation, trenching, conduit installation, cabling, grounding systems, concrete foundations and construction of crushed rock surfaced roads. Installation of the MALSR light system and control station. Installation of a new government furnished MALSR shelter. Project will also include final wiring, testing and startup of the MALSR system.

Part of the installation will be on a galvanized steel maintenance walkway built under a previous contract. 

This project is located on airport property.  A background investigation is required for each on site worker. 

Magnitude of construction is $300,000 to $600,000. 

Period of performance is ninety (90) calendar days.  The desired notice to proceed date is June 2002.

III. Evaluation Criteria:

Prospective offerors are required to submit a technical and business proposal as discussed herein. Proposals shall be technically evaluated as either "acceptable" or "not acceptable" on the basis of the following criteria:

1. Experience in similar construction at operating airports 

2. Experience working in a marine environment.  

3. Experience with welding and drilling galvanized metals. 

4. Adequate financial resources and capabilities.  

5. General past performance (This criterion will have emphasis on contractor’s ability to deliver projects on schedule.)

6. Proposed subcontractors .Subcontractors relevant past performance during last 3 years may be used to satisfy requirements of criteria #1 & #2. 

Any proposals determined to be "not acceptable" in any evaluated area, criteria, or sub-element thereof, shall render the proposal to be unacceptable and therefore rejected from further consideration. The government may reject any and all proposals and waive informalities or irregularities in proposals. One-on-one discussions may be held, at the option of the Government, with one or more offerors, as determined necessary by the Contracting Officer, to clarify proposals, resolve issues and omissions, etc.

IV. Proposal Content:

A prospective offeror shall submit a complete technical and business proposal which shall encompass, but not necessarily be limited to, the content set forth herein. Note, all technical and business proposal areas must be fully addressed. A negative response is required in the event of no similar experience for a particular area, or for any item that is not applicable. Any omission or partial and vague responses may lead to the rejection of the offeror's proposal without discussions with offeror. All submitted technical information, experience, past performance, names of subcontractors, etc., shall be considered proprietary data and shall be utilized for evaluation purposes only and kept confidential.

Full disclosure of any unresolved or pending litigation actions.

Bank references and lines of credit.

Provide all other similar business activity during the past three (3) years. Be specific and provide details for each project:
