PURPOSE

The purpose of this announcement is to inform industry as to the status of this requirement and to provide an anticipated release date for the Screening Information Request (SIR) entitled “Research and Development/Engineering Technical Support/Financial Analysis Support/Program Support/Conference Planning Support”. 

BACKGROUND

On October 23, 1998, the FAA released a public announcement in the form of a Request for Information (RFI) regarding the forthcoming requirement. The announcement provided a description of the proposed five-year requirement to provide contractor assisted research/engineering/technical and management support services to the Office of Aviation Research (AAR). In addition, the FAA requested industry to provide comment on the draft statement of work and respond with letters of interest. 
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On February 20, 1999, the FAA released another public announcement (resulting from the October 23rd announcement) to keep industry informed as to the status of the aforementioned requirement. This announcement provided the following information: (1) a list of companies that responded to the October 23rd announcement, (2) the questions/comments generated from industry’s review of the draft statement of work and FAA’s response, (3) a revised draft statement of work, and (4) updated information on the schedule of the procurement.

DESCRIPTION

Currently, the SIR is in the FAA’s internal review process. The FAA anticipates Internet publication of the SIR on or before the week of September 12th. In order to expedite this procurement, this announcement provides Section C (Attachment B) of the proposed SIR. Because the statement of work has been revised since the February 20th release, letters of interest will be accepted under this public announcement. Attachment C provides the current list of interested bidders. Companies identified on that list need not resubmit a letter of interest. Questions will not be accepted since industry will have an opportunity to submit questions after release of the SIR.  

Industry is reminded that this procurement will remain a 100% Competitive Set-Aside among Small Businesses owned and controlled by Socially and Economically Disadvantaged Businesses (SEDBs) with the applicable SIC codes 8742 ($5.0 million size standard) and 8711 ($4.5 million size standard). Subcontractor and teaming arrangements are still acceptable. 

All interested parties are advised that the FAA will not pay for any information or any administrative costs incurred that are associated with any response received from industry in response to this public announcement. Therefore, any costs associated with RFI submissions will be solely at the interested party’s expense.
