F.4	ACCESS TO GOVERNMENT PROPERTY AND FACILITIES





	(a)	As part of this effort, the Contractor shall be attending meetings at the FAA headquarters, Washington, DC and field facilities.  Therefore, the Contractor shall be granted ingress and egress to the facilities at all times during normal working hours to obtain information necessary for performance of the contract.





	(b)	While Contractor personnel are at the Government site, they are required to comply with all rules and regulations in effect at that site. Contractor personnel shall comply with rules and regulations governing employee conduct with respect to health and safety, not only as they relate to themselves, but also to other Government employees or agents of the Government. The Contractor shall also exercise proper care of all property at the Government site regardless of whether title to such rests with the Government or not.





	(c)	The facilities to which Contractor personnel shall have access will remain in the Government's custody and shall not be considered as property or facilities furnished to the Contractor.





	(d)	The Government facilities to which Contractor personnel shall have access under this contract shall be made available during the entire contract performance period.  In the event such facilities are not made available as scheduled, the Contracting Officer shall, upon timely receipt of written request from the Contractor, make a determination of the delay, if any, caused by the unavailability and make an equitable adjustment to the delivery schedule and costs (exclusive of fee or profit) pursuant to the FAAAMS clause 3.10.1-13, Changes--Cost Reimbursement.








F.5	PERFORMANCE OF WORK ON FAA FACILITIES





Any of the work under this contract which is performed by the Contractor or any of its subcontractors on premises under FAA control is subject to all provisions of this contract governing such work and the following: 





(a)  	All Contractor personnel shall, at all times conspicuously display a distinctive badge provided by DOT/FAA or the Contractor, identifying such personnel as employees of the Contractor, and shall observe such security regulations as are in effect for the particular premises involved; 





(b)	Whenever an employee performing work under this contract terminates employment with the Contractor, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer regarding this termination and shall expeditiously return, with this notification, any DOT badge issued to that employee;


		(c)  	The Contractor agrees that this is a non-personal services contract; that, for all the purposes of the contract, the Contractor is not, nor shall it hold itself out to be, an agent or partner of, or joint venture with the FAA; and that it shall neither supervise nor accept supervision from FAA employees; and





		(d)  	Performance of work on FAA premises shall be confined to the area(s) specified by the Contracting Officer and/or COTR.








F.6 	DELIVERIES/PLACE OF DELIVERY





	(a)	The Contractor shall prepare and submit deliverable items in accordance with each individual task order.





	(b)	The Contractor shall prepare and submit to the Contracting Officer and the COTR, at the addresses stated in SECTION G, clause G.1, the following deliverables:





		(1)	MONTHLY PROGRESS REPORT--The 15th calendar day after the end of the Contractor's reporting period; and








		(2)	FINAL TASK ORDER REPORT--Delivered by the 15th calendar day after completion of the task order.





	(c)	Except for those deliverables where the urgency of receipt of the deliverables by the Government necessitates the use of the most expeditious method of delivery, deliverables under this contract shall be sent via electronic mail along with a hard copy mailed by first-class mail, unless otherwise specified in task orders.  The Contractor shall not utilize certified or registered mail or private parcel delivery service for the distribution of deliverables under this contract without the advance approval of the Contracting Officer.





	(d)	All deliverable items required by this contract shall be shipped f.o.b. destination, within the consignee's premises, with all mailing and transport expenses prepaid by the Contractor.	
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
