PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT: In accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration’s Acquisition Management System (AMS) 3.2.2.3.1.2, industry is hereby informed that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement, which is being posted on the internet.

The Federal Aviation Administration has a requirement to conduct an independent assessment of the effectiveness of AMS in its first three years of performance.  This announcement is a Screening Information Request (SIR), the purpose of which is to determine which vendors have the relevant experience and expertise necessary to accomplish this evaluation.  As a result of this SIR, pre-qualified companies will be given an opportunity to present an oral technical briefing and submit a written price/cost proposal in response to the Request for Offers (RFO).

Interested vendors must submit a 3 to 5 page Statement of Capability describing how the vendor’s corporate capabilities and applicable experience qualify the vendor to perform the evaluation of the FAA’s AMS.  The description should be succinct and specific, and must include the following:

1.  General statement of corporate history and capabilities.

2.  Knowledge and experience in the field of federal acquisition policy.

3.  Previous experience in evaluating policy initiatives for an agency with examples of comparable system, process, or management evaluations performed in accordance with Government Auditing Standards, Generally Accepted Auditing Standards, and/or standard business practices.

4.  A list of prime contract and subcontracts with the Government awarded to the vendor over the past three years.

In order for the vendor to be eligible for award, the vendor must be independent from the FAA.  The FAA will make an assessment regarding the offeror’s independence, to assure that the vendor has not had a long term relationship with the FAA in providing consulting, technical, contractual, or other support services and that there is no conflict of interest or bias in the vendor’s performance of the proposed contract.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR RESPONDING TO THIS SIR: The FAA intends to pre-qualify companies interested in this acquisition using the criteria listed above.  FAA has not determined at this time whether this award will be based on full and open competition or set-aside competition.  Should FAA get a sufficient amount of suitable, qualified firms with the capabilities and experience required, the agency may conduct this procurement as set-aside competition.   Qualified small businesses and/or small businesses owned and controlled by socially and economically disadvantaged individuals must thoroughly complete the attached Business Declaration Form and attach it to the Statement of Capability.   Pre-qualified companies will be given an opportunity to present an oral technical briefing and submit a written price/cost proposal in response to the Request for Offers (RFO).

General information concerning the prequalification requirements is as follows:

A.  Submittal - Companies interested in qualifying shall submit three copies of the Statement of Capability cited above, not later than 12:00 noon EDT, July 15, 1998.  The FAA will not evaluate every any pages beyond the five-page limit. Lost or late submittals will be returned unopened, and the offeror will not be permitted to participate in subsequent stages of this procurement.

B.  Ratings - Qualification statements will not be numerically scored, and companies will not be ranked according to the quality of their submission.  Companies will be rated only as “qualified” or “not qualified” and will be promptly notified in writing of their rating determination by the Contracting Officer.


(a) The evaluation factors will be assigned an adjectival rating as follows:



(1) Acceptable - Acceptable probability of success; minor deficiencies not of a nature to preclude successful performance.



(2) Unacceptable - Very low probability of success; significant deficiencies which would indicate inability of the company to perform.

PROPOSED ACQUISITION APPROACH INFORMATION: It is anticipated that the RFO will require an oral technical briefing, along with a written price/cost proposal.  Offers will be evaluated by a Technical Evaluation Team using a “best value” technical evaluation plan (the exact evaluation criteria will be stated in the RFO).  It is anticipated that the greatest emphasis will be placed on technical factors over proposed costs.

It is estimated that the total value of this proposed contract will be between $250,000.00 and $500,000.00.

Please note that the FAA is not liable for costs associated with the preparation, submittal of inquiries or responses for this announcement and shall not reimburse any firm for any costs incurred in responding to this SIR.

Vendors’ responses will be evaluated based on demonstrated experience in the field of acquisition systems, acquisition reform, the evaluation of comparable systems, and the extent to which such experience and corporate history demonstrate the ability to perform the attached statement of work.
