Acquisition Summary:  The purpose of this Screening Information Request (SIR) is to evaluate and 

select the firms most qualified to provide emergency transportation services in times of disaster relief in all fifty United States and territories.  A Request for Offers (RFO) will be issued to the selected 

contractors (short-list) on or about June 1, 2002, with offers due approximately 20 calendar-days after issuance of the RFO. All questions to the RFO will be in writing and questions and answers will be distributed to all short-listed contractors.  Contract award is anticipated on or about July 1, 2002.  The technical submittal process will begin immediately.  Period of performance will be a base-term with three one-year options.  The Federal Aviation Administration anticipates award to a single contractor. 

Project Description:  The purpose of this contract is to provide transportation and accessorial services necessary to fulfill requirements of the U.S. Department of Transportation, and other government agencies with which agreements or understandings are executed, for all air, sea, and land transportation of supplies and resources needed to respond to Presidentially-declared emergencies within the United States and its territories and possessions.  Movement of materials may include special handling of unique and unusually large sizes and quantities of equipment and commodities.  The Contractor also may be used to provide such services in emergencies not declared by Presidential decree.  The DOT intends to award a base-term ($I00M maximum) and three option periods ($300M maximum).  The total amount of the contract will not exceed $400M. 

The guaranteed minimum order and payment of $5,000 is established to compensate the Contractor for maintaining readiness to provide services in emergency situations, including participation in training exercises and planning sessions as specified herein.

offeror, as well as by references identified by the offeror, will be evaluated to determined those firms most qualified to receive the Request for Offer (RFO) which is to be issued on or about June 1, 2002.  Responses to the RFO will be further evaluated based on price and other factors as identified in the RFO. 

1. PAST PERFORMANCE & EXPERIENCE.  This factor includes, but is not limited to:

(a)  Experience performing work during disasters or other crises.

(b)  Experience performing work comparable to complexity of this project.

(c)  Experience performing work for the Federal Aviation Administration of

        comparable size and complexity.

(d)  Quality of Work.

(e)  Timeliness of Completion.

(f)  Effectiveness of Management.

(g)  Cost Control (i.e. value engineering, scrutiny and verification of subcontractor proposals

        for change order work, etc)

(h)  Labor & Safety Compliance.

2. KEY PERSONNEL & SUBCONTRACTORS.  The FAA will evaluate the experience, capabilities, and degree of success of key personnel and subcontractors the offeror intends to use on this project, especially experience during disasters or other crises.

3. BUSINESS PRACTICES.  This factor includes, but is not limited to:

(a)  Maintenance of good customer relations & motivation to perform well.

(b)  Ability to work effectively with various federal and civilian organizations.

(c)  Cooperation in solving problems.

(d)  Reasonableness in requests for information.

(e)  Responsiveness to administrative issues.

(f)  Submission of reasonable contract change proposals.

(g)  Timeliness of payments to subcontractors and suppliers.

4. FINANCIAL CONDITIONS & ORGANIC TRANSPORTATION ASSETS.  The offeror’s general financial condition and organic transportation assets will be evaluated to determine the ability to sustain a project of this scope and duration.

Responses are to be typewritten, and all questions should be answered.  If a question is not applicable, the offeror should indicate "N/A."  Responses shall be limited to 300 pages.
