




Notice of Intent to make Award


The FAA intends to award a single source contract in the amount of approximately $250,000 to Network Designs, Inc., 501 Church Street, Suite 210, Vienna, Va. 22182-3747, to support the Office of Rulemaking.  The proposed action will complete the integration of the Rulemaking Tracking System (RTS) with the existing PCDOCS document management system at the Office of Rulemaking (ARM-1).  Because of prior commitments, this work must be completed no later than 9/30/98.


Network Designs, Inc. has the technical team which developed a number of the existing systems at ARM.  They were responsible for installing the infrastructure; have knowledge of the rulemaking process at the FAA, as well as expertise in RTS, PCDOCS, and MS NT OS.  They have an in-depth knowledge of the rulemaking re-engineering process at the FAA, and have worked with the rulemaking users.


Because of the time constraints associated with the completion of this effort, this single source procurement is proposed.  If, however, you believe that you can reasonably compete on this requirement despite the learning curve and other advantages of Network Designs, Inc., please submit a qualification statement not to exceed 10 pages to: Federal Aviation Administration,  Facilities and Technologies Branch, ASU-340, 800 Independence Ave. SW, Washington, DC, 20591, Rm. 406, Attention: Rick White, not later than 30 March 1998, at 4:30pm.  As a minimum the statement should provide the following information: 

· Knowledge of the FAA office of Rulemaking and the rulemaking process at the FAA . 

· Knowledge/expertise with the Rulemaking Tracking System

· Background/capabilities of proposed key personnel
