Market Survey:  Calibration Services

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement for on-site calibration of various FAA owned test, measurement, and diagnostic equipment (TMDE), located at an estimated 1,300 facilities throughout the continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii, South Pacific, and the Caribbean.  These sites are located within one or more of the FAA’s nine regions.  This equipment is utilized to maintain operational capability of the National Air Space System, and is critical to ensure a high level of safety for the flying public.

1. Have established field offices/service centers in strategic locations throughout the U.S.

2. Currently have ISO 9002 certification.

3. Currently have or have the financial and technical capability to acquire an adequate fleet of mobile calibration facilities (MCF) that are ISO 9002 certified.

4. These MCF’s must have the capability to calibrate TMDE from DC to 26.5 GHz.

5. Calibration services must be traceable to the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) and meet ANSI/NCLS Z540-I-1994.

6. Have continuously satisfactorily provided similar calibration services for at least the previous two years.
