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PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT: REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI)

PROGRAM TITLE: FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION (FAA) AIR TRAFFIC INSTRUCTIONAL SERVICES (ATIS) 

NOTE: THE COMPETITION FOR THIS REQUIREMENT IS NOT RESTRICTED.

PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT 
In accordance with Section 3.2.1.3.12 of the Federal Aviation Administration’s Acquisition Management System (FAA AMS), Industry is hereby informed that the Federal Aviation Administration has a requirement valued over $100,000.00.

This announcement is a Request For Information (RFI).  THIS ANNOUNCEMENT IS NOT A SCREENING INFORMATION REQUEST (SIR) OR REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (RFP) OF ANY KIND, and is not intended to guarantee procurement of the services.  Further, the FAA is neither seeking nor accepting unsolicited proposals.

DESCRIPTION
The FAA has a five-year requirement for Contractor support to assist the Federal Aviation Administration’s (FAA) Office of Air Traffic Resource Management (ATX).  The requirement is to provide nation-wide training services to Air Traffic Control (ATC) Specialists and Trainees (developmentals).  Currently, these services are being performed by Washington Consulting Group (WCG), Inc.

It is anticipated that a new, follow-on contract including a base period and four optional periods will be awarded by October 1, 2000.  The contract type has not yet been identified.  

OBJECTIVE
The objective of the RFI is to provide Industry with a copy of the draft Statement of Work (SOW) for review and comment.  In addition, it is requested that all firms interested in competing for this requirement respond by submitting a letter of interest (with appropriate points-of-contact) and written comments in accordance with the following instructions.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR QUESTIONS/COMMENTS/SUGGESTIONS 

Interested parties are encouraged to review the draft SOW attached.  Only written comments submitted will be considered.  All submissions/responses will be properly secured and protected by the FAA.  Please be advised that all submissions become property of the Government.  The FAA will review all written comments received regarding the draft SOW and, as appropriate, consider the comments for incorporation into the final SOW.

SCHEDULE
The FAA is requesting written comments and/or letters of interest to this RFI by Friday, March 17, 2000.  PLEASE NOTE THAT ORAL STATEMENTS OF INTEREST OR RESPONSES TO THE DRAFT STATEMENT OF WORK ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.

The FAA intends to release responses to Industry’s questions and comments to the draft SOW prior to March 31, 2000.  At that time, the FAA also intends to release a list of interested bidders for subcontracting and/or teaming purposes.  The FAA intends to release the SIR to Industry within the 3rd quarter of Fiscal Year 2000.

ADDITIONAL REVELANT INFORMATION
Any resultant contract will be awarded based on Full and Open Competition.

To be eligible to compete for this procurement, the Offeror must have, as a minimum qualification requirement, ability to cover payroll and other operating and administrative expenses to accommodate Government “in arrears” payments for work performed for a period up to ninety days.  The Government has estimated that $4,000,000.00 is required to cover the aforementioned expenses.  The Government reserves the right to include additional minimum qualification requirements in the resultant SIR.

The FAA does not intend to open either written or oral discussions regarding the information received as a result of the RFI.

All interested parties are advised that the FAA will not pay for any information or costs incurred that are associated with any response received from industry in response to this RFI announcement.  Therefore, any costs associated with RFI submissions will be solely at the interested party’s expense.
