


SOURCES SOUGHT NOTICE





1.  REQUIREMENT:  Lease of one customized Learjet aircraft, brand name or functional equivalent.

3.  TO RESPOND:  Interested parties may provide written qualification statements, in sufficient detail to enable the FAA to determine whether the party is able to meet the requirements set forth in paragraph 5. below.  Qualification statements shall be submitted to the address set forth in paragraph 2. above, no later than 3:00 pm on July 22*, 1997.  Late submissions will not be considered. *NOTE:  DATE DUE IS REVISED.





4.  NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE A SOLE SOURCE CONTRACT:  This contract action is for supplies or services for which the FAA intends to solicit and negotiate with only one source.  Interested persons may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirement or submit proposals.  This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals.  However, all qualification statements submitted before the deadline set forth in paragraph 3. will be considered by the FAA.  A determination by the FAA not to open the requirement to competition based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the FAA.  Information received will normally be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement.





5.  DESCRIPTION OF THE REQUIREMENT:





A.1	FAA needs the fully-modified airplane and accompanying services (described below) deliverable September 30, 1997.  Therefore, interested parties’ qualification statements must provide clear evidence of ability to deliver such a fully modified airplane to Washington National Airport on or before September 30, 1997 at rates competitive with the rates charged by the incumbent contractor.





A.2	Interested parties shall make any airplane which may be offered reasonably available for inspection by the FAA Contracting Officer and/or FAA technical representatives, during business hours at an airport in the continental United States.





A.3	Interested parties’ costs incurred in responding to this announcement will not be reimbursed or otherwise paid by the government.
