MARKET SURVEY

REPAIR OF NORTHROP GRUMMAN NORDEN SYSTEMS BEARING CARTRIDGES

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement for repair services for the Airport Surface Detection Equipment (ASDE) bearing cartridges, Northrop Grumman Norden Systems P/N 189581-202 and Northrop Grumman Norden Systems (NG) P/N 187654-202.  The ASDE3 monitors airport surface operations, ground movements of aircraft and other support required to provide an effective means of directing and moving surface traffic.  This is especially critical during low visibility due to rain, fog and night operations, and at high traffic airports.  The bearing is a critical component of the ASDE3.  The requirement is for a base year and includes option provisions to renew for four additional 1-year periods, to be exercised at the sole discretion of the FAA.  

NG designed the ASDE3 systems.  Custom Marine, Inc. (CMI) built the bearings for NG (NG assigned their part number to the bearings).  Repairs shall be made in accordance with NG drawings 189906-1 and 189906-2.

The repair of the ASDE-3 bearing cartridges requires the use of specialized alignment fixtures and specialized tools.  CMI is the original equipment manufacturer of the ASDE-3 bearing cartridges.  CMI built the special tooling and alignment fixtures to repair the bearing cartridges; they hold proprietary rights to the design.  CMI is the only know source for these repairs.

Vendors must respond directly to the contracting officer identified below.  Responses to the CO's Vendor List on the Contract Opportunities page will not be accepted, as the vendor must provide specific documentation in order to be considered for this requirement.  Interested parties who can comply with and meet all of the requirements and have access to specialized tooling and alignment fixtures called out in this market survey must respond with their documentation in writing to:
