AMENDMENT 3

The FAA hereby issues Amendment 3 to FAA solicitation DTFA01-01-R-00010, for the FAA’s Next Generation Messaging System (NexGen) requirement.  The solicitation, as previously amended, is hereby revised to implement the following changes:  

1. A potential offeror commented that RFP Attachment J-12, Evaluation Survey of Contractor’s Past Performance Form, does not facilitate obtaining past performance data on work that is “the type identified in Section C of the RFP” as well as on work that is “generally the same in size and complexity.”  The government concurs with this comment.  Therefore, RFP attachment J-12, Evaluation Survey of Contractor’s Past Performance Form has been revised to better facilitate collecting past performance data for both types of work identified at L.8.2.3.  The J-12 posted at the FAA’s Contract Opportunities Homepage has been revised to reflect these changes.  

2. Attachment J-6, Nexgen Phase I Stage I Users, is revised to correct the last note on the last page of this attachment.  The note is revised to read:  

320 cc:Mail Post Offices to be migrated in Phase 1.    



19,234 existing cc:Mail Accounts to be migrated in Phase 1.



The J-6 attachment (Section J-6) posted at the FAA’s Contract Opportunities Homepage has been revised to reflect these changes.  

3. The government hereby amends the solicitation to clarify the relationship between CDRL’s and CLIN structure.  Section H.22, CDRL-to-CLIN Correlation Matrix (and attachment/section J-14) are added to clarify which CDRL’s are included in the fixed price CLINs and which CDRL’s are included in other than fixed priced CLIN’s.  Section H.22 shall read as follows:  

H.22
CDRL-TO-CLIN CORRELATION MATRIX
In order to clarify the relationship between CDRL’s and CLIN structure, a matrix 

is provided as contract attachment J-14, CDRL-TO-CLIN Correlation Matrix.  This matrix lists all of the CDRL’s and shows the specific CLIN(s) within which the contractor shall include the cost for each CDRL.  The matrix shows which CDRL’s are included in the fixed price CLINs and which CDRL’s are included in other than fixed priced CLIN’s.  

The Section H posted at the FAA’s Contract Opportunities Homepage has been revised to reflect these changes.  Section J-14, CDRL-to-CLIN Correlation Matrix, is added via this amendment.  

4.  The FAA has received questions from several potential offerors.  Those questions and answers thereto are provided as part of this amendment.  The FAA is still preparing answers to several questions for which a future amendment will be issued to post the questions and the answers.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS FOR AMENDMENT 3 TO

FAA SOLICITATION DTFA01-01-R-00010

The FAA responses are “bolded” and “italicized.”  

1. In regards to 3.6.2-28 and 3.6.2-34, Service Contract Act, this offeror respectfully requests that this provision be deleted from the SIR.  In accordance with Section 4.113 of the Service Contracting Act implementing regulations, the contract resulting from this procurement is exempt from the provisions of the Act because the work to be performed under this contract will be performed essentially by exempt employees who qualify as professional/highly skilled personnel.

The government respectfully disagrees with the suggestion.  Prior to contract award, the FAA will request Wage Rate Determinations from the Department of Labor that will be applicable to any resultant contract.

2. Section B:  Please correlate the SOW paragraphs and the 38 CDRLs with the Section B CLIN structure.  Without making a lot of assumptions, it is not possible with the information provided to allocate the costs required per the SOW and each of the CDRLs to individual CLINs, especially when most of the CLINs are optional.

The government concurs with the comment and added RFP Section H.22, CDRL-to-CLIN Correlation Matrix.  
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
