PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT – FAA ACQUISITION MANAGEMENT SYSTEM SECTION 3.2.1.3.12

PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT: 
Industry is hereby informed that the FAA Security Equipment Integrated Product Team (SEIPT) has a requirement to deploy FAA approved Checkpoint Screener Computer Based Training programs to CAT X airports for the purpose of aviation security training.

The SEIPT intends to enter into a Single Source Procurement from Safe Passage Intl. Ltd. (SPIL) to provide and install the DOS-based software version of their Computer-Based Training (CBT) Program for Checkpoint Screeners as a replacement for the Macintosh version of this same program currently installed at all CAT X airports. The Macintosh version had been deployed by the FAA Technical Center in 1996-1998 as part of a research project for Screener Proficiency, Evaluation and Report Systems (SPEARS). 

The FAA will receive the Safe Passage DOS-based version of the Checkpoint Screener CBT program. In addition, to meet operational training requirements, the FAA will acquire the Recurrent/Remedial Training Module, the Threat Image Library update, and an Operating System upgrade (Windows NT). The FAA will also require the services of SPIL to configure the Windows NT network, install the software programs and reconfigure the trainee databases currently residing on the Macintosh platforms.  It should be noted that the SEIPT deployed this same DOS-based version at 19 CAT 1 airport locations in 1998.  Ref. Contract No. DTFA01-98-C-00007 with Safe Passage International, Ltd.  

IAW AMS 3.2.2.4 Single Source Selection, this sole source contract with Safe Passage International, Ltd. will ensure that the requirement of standardization of all CBT programs on DOS-based platforms is met.  There is no competing FAA approved CBT program for checkpoint screeners at present.
