Request for Shipping Instructions


(a)  At least 30 calendar days before the date the Contractor expects to make shipment of any unit (or portion thereof, when authorized), the Contractor shall request shipping instructions from the Contracting Officer.  Each request for shipping instructions shall include:  the expected date of shipment; the number of units to be shipped; the contract line item(s) involved; the current contract price of each contract line item to be shipped; the weight and cube of the shipment; and a statement of any specialized carriage which may be necessary (e.g., whether padded van or flat bed is needed; if shipment is to be made by air; etc.).


(b)  Shipping instructions will be issued by the Transportation Officer on FAA Form 4500-1 entitled Project Material Shipping Notice/Receiving Report.  The Transportation Officer is the only person authorized to issue FAA Form 4500-1, unless the Contracting Officer specifically authorizes otherwise.  No shipment shall be made by the Contractor, whether the F.O.B. point is origin or destination, unless and until FAA Form 4500-1 has been received.  Failure of the Contractor to observe these requirements may delay payment of its invoice(s).

F.o.b. Destination – Within Consignee’s Premises


(a)  The term  “f.o.b. destination, within consignee’s premises” as used in this clause means , free of expense to the Government, delivered and laid down within the doors of the consignee’s premises, including delivery to specific rooms if so specified.  


(b)  The Contractor shall:


(1)  Pack and mark the shipment to comply with Section D, Packaging and Making;


(2)  Prepare and distribute commercial bills of lading;


(3)  Deliver the shipment in good order and condition to the delivery point specified in the contract;


(4)  Be responsible for any loss and/or damage to the goods occurring before receipt of the shipment by the consignee at the delivery point specified in the contract;


(5)  Furnish a delivery schedule and designate the mode of delivering carrier, and;


(6)  Pay and bear all charges to the specified point of delivery.

Delivery Schedule


(a)  The Government reserves the right to delay the delivery dates at any site by up to 90 calendar days, at no increase in the contract price provided that the Contractor will receive written notice from the Contracting Officer 60 calendar days prior to the scheduled delivery date.


(b)  If the Government delays the delivery on any site, early delivery to another site is acceptable at no additional cost to the Government provided another site is available and the early delivery has been approved by the Contracting Officer.


(c) The Government reserves the right to change the sequencing of one or more of the planned locations, and, in addition, the right to substitute a new location or locations (within CONUS) for one or more of the planned locations without any additional cost or charge to the Government provided that notification of such change or substitution is given by the Contracting Officer 60 calendar days prior to the scheduled delivery date.  Changes and substitutions may also be made by such written notice at a date later than the aforesaid 60 calendar days, in which event the Contractor may be entitled to an equitable adjustment pursuant to the “Changes” clause of the Contract.

(a) In accordance with AMS 3.6.1-4, Large Businesses are required to submit a Small Business and Small Disadvantaged Business Subcontracting Plan, which will be incorporated in Section J at time of award.

(b) To ensure compliance with the approved subcontracting plan, the contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer Standard Form 294 (SF 294), Subcontracting Report for Individual Contracts and SF 295, Summary Subcontracting Report in accordance with the schedule indicated in the form instructions.
