G.2
Contracting Officer's Authority

(a)
The Contracting Officer (CO) has responsibility for ensuring the performance of all necessary actions for effective contracting; ensuring compliance with the terms of the contract and safeguarding the interests of the United States in its contractual relationships.  In this regard, the CO is the only individual who has the authority to enter into, administer, or terminate this contract.  In addition, the CO is the only person authorized to approve changes to any of the requirements under this contract, and notwithstanding any provision contained elsewhere in this contract, the said authority remains solely with the CO.


(b)
The Contractor shall immediately notify the CO for clarification when a question arises regarding the authority of any person to act for the contracting officer under the contract.

G.3
Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) Responsibilities


(a)
The COTR acts as the single point of contact within the FAA for all matters related to the technical and management aspects of the overall contract effort.  The role of the COTR includes the following responsibilities:




(1)
Issuing written interpretations of technical requirements of             Government specifications;



(2)
Reviewing and validating the status of work performed and billed;



(3) 
Monitoring the Contractor's performance under the contract and notifying the Contracting Officer of any problems observed;



(4)
Accepting contract deliverables and notifying the Contracting Officer of satisfactory performance;



(5)
Approving the release of program related information;



(6)
Arbitrating as the final decision‑maker on program related issues; and 



(7)
Maintaining communications with the Contractor concerning the aspects of the contract.


(b)
Although the COTR has broad authority, the COTR is not authorized to take any action, either directly or indirectly, that could result in a change in the pricing, quantity, quality, period of performance, or any other terms and conditions of the contract or to direct the accomplishment of effort which would exceed the scope of the contract.

G.4
Contractor Technical Liaison

The Contractor shall appoint an employee to serve as the Contractor's Program Manager for work performed under this contract.  The Program Manager will receive technical direction from the Government COTR on behalf of the Contractor. 

G.5
Invoices And Payment

(a) Notwithstanding any other provision of this contract, including but not limited to the Government property clause and responsibility for supply clause, FAA acceptance of or payment for any CLIN prior to completion of all contract work and testing for such CLIN shall not lessen or eliminate any responsibility of the Contractor to complete such contract work or testing and shall not place risk of loss or damage for such CLIN on the FAA; provided that the Contractor shall not be liable for the loss of or damage to supplies, and/or schedule impacts associated with such loss of or damage to supplies, caused by the negligence of officers, agents or employees of the FAA acting within the scope of their employment.

The contractor shall submit an original and three copies of all invoices to the designated billing office and one copy to the designated COTR and Contracting Officer.  The invoices are to be prepared for each site and consolidated for submission.  The invoices must comply fully with the requirements of FAA AMS 3.3.1-17, set forth in Section I of this contract.


(e) The contractor shall segregate and identify invoiced amounts by Contract Line Item Number (CLIN). 

G.6
Correspondence Procedures

To promote timely and effective contract administration, correspondence (except for invoices and deliverable items), submitted under this contract shall be subject to the following procedures:


(a)
Technical Correspondence of a Routine Nature:  This correspondence shall be addressed to the designated COTR, with an information copy of the correspondence to the Contracting Officer.


(b)
Other Correspondence:  Technical correspondence where patent or technical data issues are involved, and correspondence which proposes or otherwise involves waivers, deviations, or modifications to the contract requirements, terms or conditions shall be addressed to the Contracting Officer, ASU‑350, with an information copy of the correspondence to the COTR.  All correspondence shall contain a subject line commencing with the contract number.


(c)  Mail:  The Contractor shall not use "express" or "overnight" mail for the day-to-day transfer of correspondence.  These premium services should only be used sparingly and in situations when the regular U.S. mail delivery system would not be adequate for the timely transfer of technical or contract related documentation.


(d)  E-Mail:  The FAA and the Contractor may use e-mail to transmit correspondence and/or data when deemed necessary.  The date of the e-mail shall be considered the delivery date of the document.  The e-mail will be followed by the original paper copy of the correspondence/data in the next business day’s mail.
