The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), Mike Monroney Aeronautical Center (MMAC), Oklahoma City, OK, has a requirement for on-call and on-site hardware maintenance services for Digital Equipment Corporation (DEC) equipment.  The Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Code is 7378.  Requirements include the base year and option provisions to renew for four (4) additional 1-year periods.  The proposed Firm-Fixed-Price type contract will incorporate AMS Clause 3.2.4-34, Option to Extend Services and AMS Clause 3.2.4-35, Option to Extend the Term of the Contract.  The contractor shall be DEC certified and shall furnish all necessary maintenance labor, repair parts, maintenance supplies, tools, test equipment, knowledge, appropriate technical data/expertise, transportation, and other related services to maintain Government-owned DEC equipment listed in Attachment 1 to this SIR in good mechanical, electrical and operating condition.

**Due to no response to two previous announcements (one which set this requirement aside for small socially and economically disadvantaged business and the other which set it aside 100% for small business), this requirement is no longer set-aside for small business.  
The FAA has adopted a two-phase approach in accommodating this acquisition.  This is the first phase (identified as SIR No. 1) which involves offeror SUBMISSION OF PREQUALIFICATION AND TECHNICAL DOCUMENTATION for evaluation by the FAA in the following categories:

Only those offerors submitting the required documentation that are found to be qualified will be permitted to participate in the second phase of the acquisition process.  The second phase (identified as SIR No. 2) will involve the issuance of a Request for Offer (RFO) for submission of price proposals.

The FAA reserves the right to add sources which meet the criteria and have performed satisfactorily on previous procurements.

PREQUALIFICATION CRITERIA

Technical Approach:


Potential offerors shall be Digital Equipment Corporation (DEC) certified and must describe the replacement part strategy for each major type of equipment (e.g., Printers, Alphas, PDPs, VAX, etc.) for parts both in and out of production.

2.
Experience and Past Performance:


Potential offerors must provide a list of related technical experience and contracts that the offeror has performed in the past five years from date of this notice.  The list shall identify the contract number, names, addresses and telephone numbers of responsible Government or industry technical personnel and Contracting Officers who have knowledge of the contractor's performance.  Past performance and experience data should cover the offeror's qualifications in all areas of this acquisition in accordance with the requirements listed in the attached Statement of Work.

Schedule Compliance:


Potential offerors must provide a Response Plan which outlines how the contractor will meet the required response times as stated in the attached Statement of Work.  Include notification procedures and a schedule with response times.

4.
Personnel Qualifications:


Potential offerors must submit a list of key personnel who will be involved with the contract and a brief resume for each describing the duties and responsibilities pertaining to the resulting contract and the educational background, job experience and special training which qualifies them to perform those responsibilities.

5.
Management Capability:


Potential offerors must describe a backup plan for continued maintenance in case of injury, illness, vacation, etc., of the primary technician.  The plan is to include the training and/or certification of the backup technicians(s).  If using the OEM as backup, potential offerors must describe plan for notification of OEM and Government as to duration of back-up services and provide proof of OEM's agreement to be in compliance with contract response times.  

EVALUATION:

1.  Technical Approach Evaluation:  


Potential offerors that submit incomplete information or fail to submit information as requested in the prequalification criteria under "Technical Approach" will be deemed insufficient, determined unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration.


Statements that potential offerors understand, can, or will comply with the prequalification requirements will be deemed insufficient.  Phrases such as "standard procedures will be employed" or "well-known techniques will be used,” etc., will be deemed insufficient.

2.  Experience and Past Performance Evaluation:  


Potential offerors that submit incomplete information or do not submit information pertaining to those items included in the prequalification criteria under "Experience and Past Performance" will be deemed insufficient, determined unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration.


Any potential offeror that has failed to perform acceptably on similar, previous, or current government contracts shall be determined unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration.  Available data concerning compliance with contract terms and conditions will be utilized for this determination.

3.  Schedule Compliance Evaluation:  


Potential offerors that provide an incomplete Response Plan or fail to provide a Response Plan outlining how the offeror intends to meet the response requirements per the Statement of Work (to include the notification procedures and a schedule with response times) will be deemed insufficient, determined unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration.

4.  Personnel Qualifications Evaluation:  


Potential offerors that submit incomplete information or do not submit information pertaining to the prequalification criteria under "Personnel Qualifications," will be deemed insufficient, determined unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration.

5.  Management Capability Evaluation:


Potential offerors that submit incomplete information or fail to submit information in regard to a backup plan for continued maintenance in case of injury, illness, vacation, etc., of the primary technician or who do not include the training/certification of the backup technicians(s) will be deemed insufficient, determined unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration.  Potential offerors intending to use the OEM as backup who fail to describe the plan for notification of OEM and Government as to the duration of back-up services and/or fail to provide proof of OEM's agreement to be in compliance with contract response times will be deemed insufficient, determined unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration.  

To be considered for the second phase of the acquisition process, potential offerors are advised to submit data that is clear, concise and comprehensive without the need for additional explanations or information.

Potential offerors prequalification and technical documentation will be evaluated on an acceptable/unacceptable basis.  The decision of the Government is final.

No prices/pricing information is to be submitted at this time.
