MARKET SURVEY

AMPEX TAPE DRIVE RACK MOUNT CONFIGURATION

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has a requirement for one Ampex DIS 122i 15MB/Double Density Tape Drive Rack Mount Configuration, P/N 156073-1-010, which includes the following: 15MB/Double Density Tape Drive, Miscellaneous Parts Kit, Rack Mount Kit, SCSI-2 Cable, Windows NT Host Software, DIS8050 50 GB Tape Cartridge and Transport Cleaning Kit.  Requirements also include 8 each, DIS Certified Tape Cartridge, 330 GB, P/N DIS8330LA, and DIS122i Service Contract for 18 months.

The Ampex tape recorder/playback system is required to support training on the Airport Movement Area Safety System (AMASS).   The tape recorder/playback system is required to playback data from the Airport Surface Detection Equipment (ASDE-3) radar system to stimulate the AMASS safety logic for training purposes.  The Ampex unit is required to be compatible with existing units in operation at the Northrop-Grumman Norden Systems (NGNS), Volpe, AOS-230, and ACT-310.  Compatibly is required due to the large data library which would require duplication of previous data collection efforts if another product were used.  The FAA has made a significant investment in the existing data recorder/playback system and the adaptation procedures have been developed based on this specific unit.
