CDRL and DID Preface

Scope

The CDRLs and DIDs provide the format, delivery schedule, delivery media, addresse, quantity and approval requirements for each of the LGF data deliverables that are identified in this Contract.

The following requirements are assumed unless otherwise specified on the CDRL form:

1. All “days” herein shall be calendar days (versus working days);

2. If a delivery due date falls on a weekend or holiday, the delivery date shall be considered as the next business day.

3. The Government review time will be 30 days from the scheduled receipt of a deliverable or 30 days after the actual receipt of a deliverable, whichever is later;

4. Contractor updates to a deliverable shall be 30 days after the scheduled receipt of Government comments or 30 days after the actual receipt of Government comments, whichever is later;

5. Delivery shall be in electronic format, in accordance with Section H, in Microsoft Office 2000( formats (unless otherwise stated on the CDRL)
6. One hardcopy delivery shall be provided to the Contracting Officer for each CDRL
7. Date of receipt for electronic copies shall be considered to be the date the electronic copy is received by the Government;
8. Date of receipt for documents that are only submitted in hardcopy shall be the date it is received by the Contracting Officer.
