Screening Information Request (SIR) 

    Regulatory Information System (RIS) Software Product DTFA01-02-R-00048

The Federal Aviation Administration is issuing this Screening Information Request (SIR) in order to solicit vendor input to determine their ability to provide a commercial Regulatory Information System product to the Flight Standard’s (AFS) community.  This solicitation will be a limited competition for those vendors who replied to Public Announcement  “PROGRAM TITLE:  REGULATORY INFORMATION SYSTEM (RIS) SOFTWARE PRODUCT” dated April 18, 2002 with a satisfactory statement of capabilities and were retained in the competition.  These vendors are:

Aircraft Technical Publishers (ATP)

Avantext

Galaxy Scientific Corporation

Resource Consultants, Inc. (RCI)

A major requirement is compatibility with the AFS Online Aviation Safety Inspection System (OASIS), currently the laptop systems used by the Aviation Safety Inspectors.  It is the FAA’s objective to make award by late September, 2002.  This proposed contract will be an Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) Firm Fixed Price effort.  The Flight Standards Requirements Work Group will serve as the AFS team to evaluate potential vendors’ products and abilities to successfully perform the contract requirements.  The evaluations will be based on:

 (1) A written submission consisting of:

a) Response to the Product Documents and Features requested in Section C, Appendix A,  

 (NOTE:  Vendors who submitted the Product Documents and Features form in response to the public announcement above are not required to resubmit unless there are changes)

b)  The company’s Program Management consisting of Schedule Performance, Cost Control, and Quality Management and,

c) The company’s Deployment, Training and Technical Support capabilities.

(2) Testing of vendors’ products for:


a)  Verification of the documents and features as submitted in (1) a) above.

b)  Ease of use of the product,

c)  Integration and compatibility of the RIS product with OASIS

The vendors listed above must provide with their response to this SIR, five (5) copies of their software product (both CD and DVD format) with all associated documentation for testing.  Upon request all testing software and associated documentation will be returned to the vendor.

The attached enclosures will provide a more complete description (sections A-M) of the software product requirement, deliverables required, and evaluation factors.

The successful offeror will be selected for contract award through the competitive process, focusing on key discriminators between offerors and their products to ensure timely, effective, cost efficient, and quality contract performance.  These key discriminators are: product ownership, product documents and features, integration, software warranty, and deployment and supportability.
