DELIVERIES OR PERFORMANCE





F.1	FAA ACQUISITION MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (FAAAMS) CLAUSES


The following contract clause or clauses pertinent to this section are hereby incorporated by reference:


3.10.1.9	STOP-WORK ORDER (APRIL 1996)


3.10.1.11	GOVERNMENT DELAY OF WORK (APR 1996)


F.2	F.O.B. DESTINATION WITHIN CONSIGNEES PREMISES


The term “f.o.b. destination, within consignee's premises,” as used in this clause, means free of expense to the Government delivered and laid down within the doors of the consignee's premises, including delivery to specific rooms within a building if so specified.





(b) The Contractor shall--





(1)(i) Pack and mark the shipment to comply with contract specifications; or 


(ii) In the absence of specifications, prepare the shipment in conformance with carrier requirements; 


(2) Prepare and distribute commercial bills of lading; 


(3) Deliver the shipment in good order and condition to the point of delivery specified in the contract; 


(4) Be responsible for any loss of and/or damage to the goods occurring before receipt of the shipment by the consignee at the delivery point specified in the contract;


(5) Furnish a delivery schedule and designate the mode of delivering carrier; and 


(6) Pay and bear all charges to the specified point of delivery.


(End of clause)


F.3	PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE


The period of performance of the contract shall be from the effective date of the contract award through five (5) years thereafter.  The period of performance for work is activated by formal issuance of Task Orders by an authorized FAA Contracting Officer.  Each Task Order shall establish its own period of performance, but in no case shall a Task Order period of performance extend beyond the contract period of performance in existence at the time a Task Order is executed.


F.4	AUTHORIZED PERFORMANCE


The execution of this contract shall not constitute authority for the Contractor to commence performance.  Performance shall be ordered by the issuance of task orders by an authorized contracting officer of the Federal Aviation Administration.


F.5	DATA DELIVERABLES


1.  Technical data deliverables, including delivery schedule requirements, will be specified in each Task Order(s). 





2.  Distribution of Technical reports, deliverables and their quantities will be placed in each Task Order and may be modified by the COTR .





3.  A copy of each transmittal letter accompanying all deliverables shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer at the address listed below:

3.  Each Task Order shall specify deliverables and their respective due dates.





4.  If the FAA determines that there are omissions, errors, or deficiencies, the Contractor shall make the necessary modifications that will allow the Government to accept the final product.  The FAA will provide written notification of the final product, or as specified by the individual Task Order.  The FAA will provide written notification of acceptance or rejection within 30 to 60 calendar days of receipt of the final product, or as specified by the individual Task Orders.  All notification or rejection will be accomplished by specific justification or substantiation of the reason(s) for rejection.  The corrections shall be made within 5 working days unless otherwise specifically directed by FAA.  Corrections shall be made at no additional cost to the Government. 





F.6	MONTHLY TASK ORDER STATUS REPORT





The Contractor shall prepare and submit three (3) or more copies of this report once a month coinciding with the appropriate invoice period of performance.  Invoice periods shall never overlap report periods.  One copy to the COTR, one copy to the CO, and one copy of the appropriate report section to each of the cognizant POCs no later than 20 calendar days after the end of the report period.  A summary page shall describe any technical challenges, number of personnel working on each Task Order, and any upcoming major milestones. Other direct costs must be provided in enough detail to provide adequate visibility and management oversight.  Both hours and dollars for current period, cumulative year to date, and cumulative task order to date must be provided as well as information on total approved task order, current projection, and remaining work.


As a minimum, the report shall contain the following:
