E.3	FINAL INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE


(a)  The Contracting Officer or the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR), listed in Section G, designated as the Contracting Officer’s duly authorized representative, is authorized to perform inspection on behalf of the Government for the purpose of acceptance of materials, data, and all services to be provided under this contract.





(b)  Inspection or review of a deliverable item during the course of its preparation shall not be construed as acceptance of the finished product.





(c)  Final inspection and acceptance of deliverables furnished under each task order shall be performed at destination and acceptance shall be made in writing by the Contracting Officer with a copy to the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) or as designated in each task order.





Deliverables shall contain the Certificate of Conformance FAAAMS clause 3.10.4-15 (APR 1996).
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
