Part 1 General
The aircraft requirements include FOB destination Atlantic City International Airport, New Jersey 08405. The R&D Section is accepting bids for a Boeing 747 passenger aircraft with complete interior furnishings.

1.0 Bid Aircraft qualifications must include:
a.    Complete and working Electrical System.

·        Including power distribution buses and the DC emergency bus system.

b. Complete and working Hydraulic System.

c. Complete and working Fuel System.

·        Including all indication, pumps, vents, and manifolds in good condition.

Complete and working APU including all related subsystems.

Complete and working Air Conditioning, Heating and Pressurization system. 

Complete and working Pneumatic system.

Complete and working aircraft Fire Protection system.

·        Including Smoke detectors, cockpit alarms, fire extinguishing systems, cargo, lavatory, APU, etc.

Complete and working Flight Control System.

Complete Aircraft Interior.

d. Complete and Operational Powerplants and associated fire suppression system components.

e. Supporting/operating documentation:

       Documentation should include the owner/operator's manuals covering the maintenance and operation      

       of both the extinguishing systems and powerplants listed above.

a. 1.1 Special Requirements:

b. All Comm/Nav equipment (ILS, VOR, GPS, Weather Radar, etc.) can be removed at the seller's expense, but must be removed in a manner to allow for the continued proper operation of the above mentioned systems, once aircraft is delivered. 

c. Any additional avionics that the seller wishes to be removed must be listed in the bid. Removal of equipment must be accomplished within one week of delivery to the FAA Technical Center.
d. The airframe would be acceptable if the nacelles were intact on the airframe, including the fire suppression systems. This means all nacelle cowl doors, maintenance access doors/panels, and structure, and the fire suppression system plumbing, storage, and control components should be included. 

e. Aircraft operational and maintenance manuals should be included.
