2) The FAA shall review the equipment offered as “first tier” and a judgment made as to whether this equipment meets the requirements.  This shall be done by providing the response to a HYPOTHETICAL REQUIREMENT as set forth below:

Vendors shall specify the brand name of the equipment provided as well as a SYSTEM PRICE as set forth in the GWACS contract or an explanation as to how the price was derived.





Space is limited, therefore the priorities set forth above will be used on a first come, first served basis within each category.  If the spaces are all utilized with 8(a) vendors, then a small  Disadvantaged business, even though they applied first will be excluded.
