1.1.1  Description of Past performance and Relevant Experience

However, at least one contract of the two described shall contain engineering services of approximately $3 million over a 3 year period and provide 5-10 personnel in one (1) year. (a)  The company’s experience and past performance on contracts of similar scope and nature (see 1.1.1), will be evaluated to assist in the overall assessment of capability of the company to successfully perform on complex technical assistance contracts comparable to ASEETA.  This evaluation includes:

(1)  Overall experience on similar work (including other divisions which may be accessed for this effort).  Experience must be demonstrated in ALL of the following areas:

· NAS architecture and analysis

· System engineering of aviation related systems

· Aviation environmental assessment technology and analysis

· Air Traffic system operational concepts

· Software design and maintenance

(2)  Demonstrated ability to meet schedule and cost objectives using the contracts described, and

PROPOSED ACQUISITION APPROACH INFORMATION 

(a)  It is anticipated that the RFO will require an oral technical briefing, along with a written price/cost proposal.  Offers will be evaluated by a Technical Evaluation Team using a “best value” technical evaluation plan (the exact evaluation criteria will be stated in the RFO).  It is anticipated that the greatest emphasis will be placed on technical factors over proposed costs.

(b)  Please note that the FAA is not liable for costs associated with the preparation, submittal of inquiries or responses for this announcement and shall not reimburse any firm for any costs incurred in responding to this SIR.

(c)  Vendors’ responses will be evaluated based on demonstrated experience in the field of acquisition systems, acquisition reform, the evaluation of comparable systems, and the extent to which such experience and corporate history demonstrate the ability to perform the attached statement of work.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR RESPONDING TO THIS SIR: The FAA intends to pre-qualify companies interested in this acquisition using the criteria listed above.
