PURPOSE OF ANNOUNCEMENT





In accordance with the Federal Aviation Administration’s Acquisition Management System (AMS), Section 3.2.1.2.1 Market Analysis, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is conducting a market survey to initiate industry involvement, develop and refine the procurement strategy for future procurements, determine whether commercial items exists, determine the level of competition, identify market prices, and obtain comments on the requirements. A list of interested firms received from this announcement will be forwarded to Directorates within the FAA effected by the Year 2000 (Y2K) issues as a resource tool for future acquisition planning.  


At some future date a Vendor’s Conference may be held to discuss the Y2K requirements with the firms that respond to this announcement.








BACKGROUND





The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has started the process to address its impact of the Y2K issues.  To better coordinate and mange the FAA’s Airway Facilities (AF) Y2K efforts, the FAA has recently created a Year 2000 Program Office that will develop and monitor Year 2000 policies, guidelines, and processes.





The Year 2000 Program Office is responsible for the coordination and management efforts associated with making an estimated 200 information systems running on 45 different computing platforms for Year 2000 changes.  As the year 2000 approaches, many problems associated with the date roll-over in various computer systems have become more apparent.  The types of systems which will be affected include  mainframes, client/servers, networks, workstations, distributed systems, telecommunications systems, radar processors, and communication processors.  The software that is potentially impacted includes both application software and system software. To accomplish this requirement, the Year 2000 Program Office will develop and monitor the following key areas of  the Y2K efforts which include the following:


	 


	* Information System change/configuration management practices





	* Quality assurance policies and practices for implementing Year 2000

	* Project scheduling and tracking of FAA-wide Year 2000 efforts 





	* Metrics for measuring progress of Year 2000 efforts as well as for ensuring    


	   confidence in processes and systems changes.





	* Funding requirements for the FAA Year 2000 efforts. 





	* Risk  management of Year 2000 activities for the entire FAA.








CAPABILITY STATEMENT REQUIREMENTS





The FAA is seeking Capability Statements from firms that have demonstrated experience that pertain to Year 2000 Assessment, Renovation, Validation, Implementation and related capabilities.  It is not the FAA’s intention to exclude firms that lack experience in any single area. 





The Capability Statement should address the following: (at a minimum)





(1)	Year 2000 Project Experience:  List up to 3 projects.


	


	(a)  Size and scope of effort.  Include key hardware and operating systems (e.g. IBM mainframes, MVS, VM) and software languages (e.g. COBOL, FORTRAN, Assembler, PL/1, PASCAL, BAL, JOVIAL).  Include number of lines of code assessed and / or renovated by languages.





	(b)  Firm’s participation within each phase (i.e. Awareness, Assessment, Renovation, Validation, and Implementation), and project status.





	(c)  Current rReferences for each project listed including point of contact and phone 


	number.





(2)	Other software/systems project experience: List up to 2 projects initiated within the last 3 years.  Do not repeat projects listed in the previous section.





	(a)  Project experience based on the following platforms and operating systems:  IBM 3083 VM/ESA 1.X and 2.X,  MVS/SP 1.X, VM/SP HPO 518, IBM 3090 MVS/ESA, CP, CMS, and real time monitors.





	(b)  Size and scope of effort.  Include key hardware and software languages.  Include specific experience with any of the following:  FAA’s Host Computer Complex, Enroute Air Traffic Control Centers (ATRCC), NAS Enroute and ODAPS/ODFPS, ATM, Oceanic, Terminal, and FSS/Weather systems and associated hardware, software and telecommunications.  Include other relevant experience with navigation, infrastructure, surveillance, and DOD interfaces.





	(c)  Current rReferences for each project listed including point of contact and phone number.

(3)	Existing contract vehicles that could be used by the FAA for Year 2000 support services.  List up to 3 by contract number, brief  description, contracting organization, period of performancecontract, geographic area, technical scope, skill/labor categories (that would be used on Year 2000 projects), and establishedpublished rates. (if T&M contract)





(4)	 Summary of formal methodologies, management practices, and tools employed for Year 2000 projects.  Include established commercial-type Year 2000-related products.

The response should be limited to one-sided , 20 standard size pages with standard type.


The proposal should be simple and readable.  Elaborate offers and charts are discouraged.
