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In accordance with Section L, L.12, Communications Regarding This Solicitation and Instructions for Proposal Submission, the following clarifications to the SIR requirements are listed below in response to vendor questions.

Q:  Can you please confirm that the monitors are to be used independently or will they be used together?  We are trying to maintain optimum ergonomic standards and need this confirmed as soon as possible.

A:  The primary (OASIS) monitors are used together.  The Weather Observation monitors, when present, are used together.  The OASIS and Weather Observation monitors are not used together as a functional grouping.

Q.  In order to provide the proper cooling method, we would need to know the temperature fluctuations within the FSS and the heat load of all components.  Please provide.

A:  Part I - Temperature fluctuations within the AFSS.  Although the consoles are installed on a raised floor, there are no air handlers circulating under floor air to the existing consoles/equipment; only ambient room air is available for equipment cooling.  The anthropomorphic characteristics of the specialists will allow only an operationally suitable environment; assume 65 to 75 degrees F.

A:  Part II - Heat load of all OASIS components.  The consoles contain OASIS equipment producing the following maximum heat loads:

Q:   If the ergonomic location of the equipment conflicts with the footprint of the consoles can the footprint grow as necessary?

A:  No, the footprint cannot grow.   A design solution within the footprint is required.  Please note, however, SIR L.27.2.6.2 states that “. . .for each requirement the Offeror shall provide evidence that the Offeror understands the requirement, plus evidence of one of the following:  

The proposed console satisfies the stated requirement

The proposed console does not satisfy the stated requirement, but satisfies another requirement, which Offeror believes to be sufficient

The requirement should not apply.”  

If the Offeror chooses, an alternate design that exceeds the footprint may ALSO be provided.  However, a detailed explanation is required.
