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PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT

PROGRAM TITLE: FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION CONTRACT TOWER (FCT) PROGRAM SUPPORT FOR AIR TRAFFIC CONTROL SERVICES

BACKGROUND

On December 9, 1998, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) released a public announcement in the form of a Request for Information (RFI) regarding the abovementioned requirement.  The announcement provided a description of the proposed requirement and a proposed Screening Information Request (SIR) release date.  On July 23, 1999, the FAA released the SIR to industry.  Along with the SIR, the FAA requested written questions concerning the SIR and requested letters of intent to participate in the Pre-Proposal Conference scheduled for the week of August 9, 1999.  The Pre-Proposal Conference was held on August 10-11, 1999 at the FAA Headquarters Building in Washington, DC.

PURPOSE  

The purpose of this announcement is, as follows:

· Release responses to Industry’s questions, issues and comments that were discussed during the Pre-Proposal Conference, 

· Release historical and current Wage Determinations, 

· Allow Industry the opportunity to request copies of the current Collective Bargaining Agreements and Department of Labor Wage Determinations and

· Provide additional relevant information.
