Intent To Increase Contract Scope

The FAA proposes to increase the scope of Contract DTFA01-93-Y-01034 with Operational Technology Services (OTS) on a single source basis.   The present contract provides technical support services to the NAS Implementation and Integration Branch, ANS-103, to assist in the management of the Technical Support Services Contract (TSSC) which provides F&E funded project support to the Airway Facilities organization.  The period of performance of the OTS contract is through May 15, 1998, however, the present hour and cost ceiling will soon be reached.  In addition to providing technical and management support to ANS-103 for administration of the TSSC program, OTS has been tasked with development of a software program, known as Unitrack, which is designed to track and manage budget allocations and spending throughout the entire TSSC program and across all the regions including the Technical Center and Aeronautical Center.  The software has been more labor intensive and has required more than anticipated updates and revisions to incorporate all the needs of the regions.  This has resulted in the programming efforts to not being able to be completed within the original labor hour and cost ceiling of the contract.  The present Unitrack software program is approximately 75% complete.

Additionally, due to the intensive programming efforts, sufficient documentation for the software program has not been developed.  Therefore, it would be impractical at this stage of Unitrack development to try to implement a new contractor to complete the task, especially since documentation of programming efforts to date have not yet been prepared.  The intent is to increase the level-of-effort hours and cost ceiling to continue the contract through November 1998.  This will provide sufficient time for the present contractor to complete all software programming efforts and to complete the related documentation so that a realistic package can be put together for a competed follow on support contract to ANS-103.  Approximately next September, a SIR for the replacement contract will be issued on Internet, most likely targeted for  small and disadvantaged business competition.

Any Vendor potentially interested in being able to bid on the increase in scope effort for the present contract extension to support the TSSC program, and to complete the Unitrack program  would have to possess the following skills:  

· Knowledge of all the procedures employed to use and manage the TSSC.  This includes but is not limited to TSSC: funds obligation, tracking obligated balances & expenditures, funds allocation, Work Release (WR) procedures, WR revision procedures, WR close out, WR funds allocation and tracking procedures, WR priorities, WR schedules, invoice procedures, invoice protocols, Job Order Number (JON) and related accounting knowledge such as the use of DAFIS suffixes, expertise in the use of the FAA's Unitrack software, development of WR Statements of Work, and WR Change Action Procedures. 

· Expert knowledge of MS Access 2.0 and Access 97 software, VBA programming, and dynamic database internet site design, development, implementation, & maintenance for data hosted under an Oracle database s/w system.
