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1. Section B is revised to restructure the groups as previously structured.

2. Section C is revised as follows: 

a. Page 6, Paragraph 2.6 is revised to read:

Space required for the contract weather office will be provided by the Government and will not normally exceed 250 square feet.  Space shall be occupied by authorized personnel only.

b. Page 8, Paragraph 3.5.1 is revised to read:

CWO Facilities.  The contractor and all employees working on site shall be familiar with and shall comply with all DOT, FAA, and Airport-sponsored directives and supplements relating to security.  Persons not employed by the contractor shall not be allowed access to the CWO facility unless authorized by the Government contracting officer or the contracting officer’s technical representative.  Inappropriate personal belongings shall not be brought into the facility under any circumstances.

k. Page 16, is revised to change the Phase-In/Out definition to read:

Phase-In/Out – The procedures describing a two-day process immediately following contract award.

3. Section H is revised to add the following:

H.36  REVALIDATION OF FINANCIAL CAPABILITY

Should the FAA choose to exercise an option, prior to exercising the option, the FAA will revalidate the financial capability of a contractor to insure that the Contractor has the ability to cover payroll and other operating and administrative expense for periods of up to ninety days if the option is exercised.  If the contractor does not have the ability to cover payroll and other operating and administrative expenses for periods of up to ninety (90) days if the option is exercised, the FAA may not exercise said option.

g. Page L-13, Paragraph L.18.3.3.1 is revised to add the following sentence:

“The offeror shall complete Table D (refer to Attachment J, Sections 5 and 5c).  Table D provides the details on fringe benefits and labor overhead costs.  The totals for these indirect expenses shall match the amounts in Tables A for fringe benefits and labor overhead.  The Offeror may expand Tables A through D to include additional categories.”

Change 2nd to last sentence to read:

“Offerors are cautioned that the total price by CLIN appearing at the bottom of TABLE A, MUST MATCH THE AMOUNT PROPOSED IN SECTION B OF THE SIR.”

h. Page L-13, Section L.18.3.3.2  Add the following sentence at the  end of the paragraph:

Technical is the most important factor, followed by Business and Management Approach, followed by Price, followed by Past Performance/Relevant Experience.  The Technical and Business Management factors will be numerically scored.  Price will be evaluated for completeness, realism and reasonableness and will not be numerically scored, and Past Performance/Relevant Experience will be evaluated as being either Acceptable or Unacceptable.

b. Page M-3, Section M.3 entitled “Evaluation Factors,” Factor III is revised to remove reference to the word “Cost” 

c. Page M-5, Section M.6 entitled “Price Evaluation Factors,” is revised to add the definition for “completeness” as follows:

Completeness:  Responsiveness in providing all SIR requirements.  Review of the proposal to ensure data provided is sufficient to allow for a complete analysis and evaluation of the prices delineated in Section B and includes all the information and exhibits required by Section L.
