(a) The FAA shall award a single contract to the vendor determined to be the Lowest Price Technically

 Acceptable (LPTA) source for this FAA requirement.  FAA shall conduct evaluation of proposals.  The proposal is defined as the Offeror’s written proposal submission that are determined to be competitive as determined by the Government as part of the source selection process. 

(b) The SIR will be reviewed for completion.  The Cost Proposal will be evaluated for realism and

reasonableness.  The Technical proposal will be evaluated to determine the Offeror as acceptable or not acceptable.  

(c )  Each Offeror shall provide cost/price information to include sufficient details related to the Offeror’s

estimated price.  A Standard Form 1411 is not required with the initial proposal but may be requested by the Contracting Officer in accordance with Provision L.4, "SUBMISSION OF SUPPORTING COST OR PRICING DATA."  Each Offeror shall, as a minimum, break out cost associated with each Contract Line Item (CLIN), totals for the base year and each option year, and provide information on basis or development of the unit price.  Cost/price information shall provide visibility of rates/costs applicable to each CLIN.  In addition to the number of copies set forth in Table 1 above, include supporting documentation (market info, material quotes, price list etc) used to develop the written cost/price information. NOTE--Specific rates will be considered proprietary to the vendor and shall not be released under Freedom of Information if marked proprietary.  Failure to 
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provide this rate information with the proposal shall make the proposal unacceptable and shall be removed from further consideration. 

(d)  The proposed total price including options will be considered.  The evaluation of options does not

obligate the Government to exercise options.  Proposals that are unbalanced as to price may be rejected.  An unbalanced proposal is one that is based on prices significantly less than cost for some work and prices that are significantly overstated for other work of a similar nature.  Prices that are unrealistically low or unreasonably high may be indicative of the Offeror’s lack of understanding of the work effort or the ability to perform the contract, and may be cause for rejection of the proposal.

(e)  Each Offeror must submit a technical proposal that addresses the following areas:



FACTOR 1---Printing and Finishing


FACTOR 2---Distribution


FACTOR 3---Performance Schedule 


FACTOR 4---Past Performance and Experience


FACTOR 5---Quality Control


FACTOR 6---Subcontract and/or Teaming Arrangement(s) (If applicable)
(f) Proposals that fail to meet the minimum requirements of the Section L, and are unrealistic in

terms of technical content, schedule commitments, or cost/price will be considered to lack technical competence or indicate failure to comprehend the complexity of the contract requirements, and may be grounds for a determination that a proposal is no longer considered in the competition for award.

(g) Consistent with M.1(a) above, offers will be evaluated and contract award made on the basis of

“Lowest Price Technically Acceptable Offeror to the FAA”.  Sources must be determined to be technically acceptable based on Factors identified above.  Technical proposals will be evaluated and scored in accordance with pre-established evaluation factors.  These factors are listed in Provision M.2.  The offer that is determined technically acceptable and offer the lowest price to the FAA will be selected.  

(h) Offerors are cautioned not to minimize the importance of an adequate response in any area because of

its order of importance or visibility. Despite the stated order of importance, Cost/Price may become increasingly more important. 

(i ) Because several proposals are anticipated, uniformity of proposals is essential to assure a fair and

accurate assessment  of each offer.  All proposals must be submitted in accordance with Section L and must conform to all the terms and conditions of the RFP.  Failure to conform to all requirements expressed may be cause for rejection without further evaluation or discussion and removed from further consideration for award.

(j) Additional information may be requested from the Offeror whose proposal the FAA considers to

 represent the overall lowest Price.  The information may clarify or supplement, but not basically change the proposal as submitted.  The FAA reserves the right to award a contract based on initial offers received, without discussions or negotiations.  For this reason, each initial offer should be submitted on the most favorable terms from the standpoint of technical factors and cost/price.

M.2  EVALUATION CRITERIA  As stated in AMS 3.2.2.3.1.2.3 technical proposals will be evaluated for acceptability but not ranked using non cost/price factors.   Offerors shall submit items listed under Section L.2.(f).
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(A)
Evaluation criteria for each factor identified in L.2.(f) are as follows:


(1)
Factor 1 --- Printing and Finishing -  To be determined to be technically acceptable, the Offeror must have, at a minimum, two four-color presses that meet the criteria for subfactor 1 and provide a folded sample and a list of the finishing equipment dedicated to the contract for subfactor 2.


(2)
Factor 2 --- Distribution – To be determined technically acceptable, Offerors shall submit their technical approach and associated samples identified in subfactors 1, 2, and 3.  


(3)
Factor 3 --- Performance Schedule - To be determined to be technically acceptable, the Offeror shall provide a performance schedule that demonstrates their ability to perform as identified in subfactor 1 and a back-up plan that identifies alternative ways to complete the performance work schedule in subfactor 2.


(4)
Factor 4 ---Past Performance and Experience – To be determined to be technically acceptable, the Offeror shall submit the items identified in subfactor 1. Examples shall document the magnitude of the job and the Offerors scope of  participation in the overall project.  Note:  Offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available will not be evaluated favorably or       

      unfavorably on past performance and, as a result will receive a Neutral/Unknown confidence

      assessment for the experience and past performance assessment.


(5)
Factor 5 --- Quality Control – To be determined to be technically acceptable, the Offeror shall submit the quality control plan identified in subfactor 1 and the quality control data and company policy identified in subfactor 2.


(6)
Factor 6 – Subcontract and/or Teaming Arrangement (if applicable).  When Offerors anticipate subcontracts or Teaming arrangements, the Offeror shall submit a copy of the arrangement in accordance with Factor 6.  To be determined to have an acceptable arrangement the Offeror shall, as a minimum, address subcontracting roles associated with subfactors 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5.

EVALUATION OF OFFERORS FOR SINGLE AWARD 


Award will not be split by item.  Evaluation of Cost/Price proposals will be in accordance with the terms and conditions listed in Part IV, Section M.  Cost shall be based upon the total cost of estimated annual quantity as set forth in Part I, Section B, and evaluated in accordance with Section M, Clause M.4, Price Analysis.  Option Years shall be evaluated based upon the estimated annual quantity under the option at the unit price set forth in Part I, Section B.  Failure to propose on all items listed in Section B will render the proposal unacceptable and result in the proposal being removed from further consideration for award.

PRICE ANALYSIS


(a)  Cost/price proposals of all Offerors and all associated subcontracts over $50,000 will be reviewed, but not numerically scored, for the base period and all option periods.  NOTE:  For overall evaluation of the proposals, price evaluation will be conducted on all CLINs.  The price/cost proposals in support of all items identified in Section B will be reviewed for realism of cost, reasonableness of allocation, completeness, and total cost. Specifically, the FAA will assess each cost/price proposal to ensure that data provided is sufficient to allow complete price analysis and evaluation of proposed prices and includes all information required by Section L of the RFO.  If reasonableness of price is not determined through adequate price competition, then the FAA will may require the review of rationale and supporting data to establish the reasonableness of proposed elements of cost.



(1)  Completeness -  Review of the proposal to ensure data provided is sufficient to allow complete analysis and evaluation of proposed costs and includes all information as requested in Section L, Provision L.2, Paragraph (e). 



(2)  Reasonableness - Review of rationale and data supporting elements of cost included in the proposal.



(3)  Realism - Overall review of proposal cost elements and estimating methodologies employed to determine whether the resulting prices are realistic based on the performance described.


(b)  Proposals (whether initial or revised submissions) which are unreasonably low may be eliminated from further competition on the grounds of the Offeror’s failure to comprehend contract requirements.


(c)  An Offeror’s proposal price will be determined by multiplying the actual/estimated quantity times the unit price for each Contract line item and subcontract line item and totaling the product of the calculation for all priced CLINs and all option periods to arrive at a total estimated contract value.

RISK ASSESSMENT

The FAA will assess each proposal based upon perceived risks to the FAA associated with the offer, to include, but not be limited to, the areas of past performance and experience, technical competence and understanding of the work requirements, and reasonableness of offered prices to ensure satisfactory performance of any resultant contract for the required services._
