AMENDMENT NUMBER 1

TO SIR 51501

The following items are hereby changed in the SIR.

1.)
Part L 9.2.2.4 
Eliminate the last sentence requiring a resume to be submitted.  This is required in L.9.2.1a.4

2.) To settle the discrepancy between the past performance form in J-1 which states that past performance over the PAST 5 YEARS and  part L.9.2.3.2. which requires information over the past 3 years.  % years is acceptable, and if possible the data should represent the TEAM, not just the prime contractor.

3.) Part M.4.1, the second paragraph, last sentence.  Strike the words “than twice as”

4.)        Resume data may be submitted single space

5.)        Section H paragraph H.17one percent 1% rebate is hereby deleted.  The charges will be assessed at             the time of award from the user, rather than the contractor rebating the funds.

This has a substantial impact on your prices which should now be 1% lower than they would have been if this clause were to be left in the SIR.

6.)      Section H Paragraph H.17 is hereby replaced with the following provision:

H.17 Option to Increase the Ceiling Price of this contract

The FAA reserves the right to unilaterally increase the ceiling price for this contract.  This increase shall not exceed 100% 0f the initial dollar value of the ceiling selected by the offeror.  The contractor shall be notified in writing by the Contracting Officer of the FAA election to increase the ceiling.  This increase shall be performed at the rates applicable for the time period during which the option is exercised.  The FAA may exercise this option incrementally with one week notice to the contractor.

This option will only be exercised if the contractor has been extremely successful in the marketing of their services.  The FAA will review the team usage and performance and WILL NOT exercise this option if performance under previous task orders has not been at least “satisfactory”.  Since there are many requirements that were not envisioned when the contract was offered, this provision is a “safety net” for the FAA in the event that our expectations are exceeded as far as available work under this contract is concerned.  By acceptance of this contract, the contractor agrees to this provision and understands the ramifications of marginal performance on ANY task order under this contract.
