Threat Image Projection (TIP) Ready X-Ray Equipment (TRX) Procurement

Qualified Vendors List 2 (QVL-2)

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) intends to conduct a limited competition for the supply of TRX equipment during Fiscal Years 2002-2004. The estimated current requirement is for up to 350 TRX units per year in FY 2002, 2003 and 2004. This action constitutes a revised TRX QVL to include new vendors and products not currently listed. 

The listing of any product on a QVL does not constitute endorsement of the product, manufacturer, or other source by the FAA. The listing of any product on the QVL does not commit the FAA to the purchase of the product listed.  The listing of any product or source does not release the supplier from compliance with specifications or any other terms and conditions of contracts awarded based on the supplier's inclusion on a QVL. 

Qualified vendors for TRX equipment must meet, at the minimum, the following requirements: 

1. The TRX equipment must be tested at the FAA Technical Center in accordance with the Functional Requirements for Threat Image Projection Systems on X-ray Machines.  The vendor must submit a letter from the FAA certifying the TRX has passed this testing.  The point of contact to arrange testing is Rick Hayes at (703)707-5646.

2.   The TRX equipment must have completed a 2 month Operational Test and Evaluation (OT&E) by the FAA. 

3.   Past Performance demonstrating deployment of baggage X-ray units in the aviation security or public security mission role.

4. Vendors are required to submit two of each model TIP Ready X-ray machine (including manuals, kits, tools, marketing literature or any other items normally supplied with the machine) to the FAA for test and evaluation.

5. Financial viability.

6. Production capability.

Those vendors that meet the requirements and are admitted to the QVL will be included on the list to receive a Screening Information Request (SIR). The FAA reserves the right to award to the vendor(s) whose response to the SIR offers products and/or services determined to be in the best interest of the FAA. 

Vendors must submit a statement of their intent to participate and request for applicable program documents by January 31, 2001.  All participating vendors are required to send in a qualification statement (not to exceed five pages) documenting each of the requirements listed above and including references, vendor's test data or other information so that the FAA can validate that the vendor meets the requirements listed above.  Appendices and/or Attachments are not included in the five page limit.  QVL-2 milestones are as follows:
