QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS SUBMITTED IN REFERENCE TO 

SOLICITATION DTFA-02-52-R-0014377, AIRCRAFT RENTAL

Q.1.
Part I, Section B indicates a bid for a total of eight (8) aircraft, yet Section F.1 appears to only require delivery of four (4) [Items 3 and 4] within thirty (30) days of the award, with the possibility of the addition of aircraft in Items 1 and 2 at some future date upon thirty days' notice.  Is this the proper interpretation?  

A.1. Yes it is.  Aircraft referenced in items 1 and 2 will be used approximately 2 months per year (2 separate months).  The notification of additional aircraft will be changed to 90 days.

Q.2.
Section 8.14 states that no solvents/degreasers shall be used in the hangar, and 8.16 states that any operation generating flammable liquids or requiring the use and storage of flammable liquids must be approved by the Government (AMP-100) prior to being utilized in the hangar.  This may not always be practical, and so we would question if AMP-100 would give blanket approval to the storage and/or use of certain liquids, solvents, or degreasers.

A.2.
Solvents/degreasers may be used in the hangar for normal aircraft maintenance.  Any use or storage of flammable liquids outside the normal aircraft maintenance (i.e. painting of the entire aircraft) shall be coordinated with the COTR. 

Q.3.
Section C.10.1(2)(iii) and H.4(2)(iii) state that the contractor assumes responsibility for an unairworthy aircraft outside of Oklahoma City when notified by the Government.  In the event of hail damage or other damage to the aircraft prior to such time as contractor could reasonably secure hangar space, will the Government provide any means of protection to the contractor for his loss?

A.3
H.4 will be deleted.  Paragraph C.10.1(2)(iii) will be revised to the following:  


(iii)
Notify the contractor to take custody of the aircraft or otherwise begin repairs.  Such notice shall include the suspected cause of unairworthiness and the date when the Government will require an airworthy aircraft.  When so notified, the contractor has 48 hours to assume responsibility/liability of the unairworthy aircraft.  During the 48-hour period, the responsibility/liability will remain with the Government.  At the conclusion of 48 hours from the notification, the contractor automatically assumes responsibility/

liability for the aircraft. 

Q.4.
Section F.1(d) indicates the contractor must give written notice for additional aircraft at least 30 days prior to the aircraft being needed.  Section 3.1 indicates the Government will provide at least 90 days notice for additional aircraft.  Please explain F.1(d).

A.4.
Clause F.1.(d) will be changed to 90 days.

Q.5.
Section H.9(f) and I.4 appear to allow the Contracting Office to terminate an employee of the contractor in his or her sole discretion.  Will there be any warnings given?  The language "otherwise objectionable" makes this a very broad authority, and certain notices would be required of us as an employer.  Further the contractor is required to maintain certain employees, and it will take time to replace such employees.  Some warning procedure would allow for the correction of a situation or at least the orderly replacement of key employees.

A.5
Clause I.4 is an older version of Clause H.9 and will be deleted.  The Administrating Contracting Officer (ACO) will notify the contractor as soon as a problem arises concerning an employee, however, if the situation warrants immediate action, the ACO will require the employee to be removed from the contract.

Q.6
The solicitation does not allow for alternative proposals.  Would the FAA change the solicitation to allow for alternative proposals.

A.6
Yes, the solicitation will be revised to allow for alternative proposals.
