All deliverables shall cite the federal Aviation Administration as the contracting agency and shall be clearly marked with name of the firm, the FAA Contract Number, FAA Contracting Officer's technical Representative (COTR) identification and item identification.

HANDING AND MARKING

All components, equipment and spares with a consignee other than the FAALC will be marked IAW the marking requirements of ASTM-D-3951.  The Contractor shall utilize the FAA bar code serial shipping container label symbol, quality, and format specification contained in FAA's Bar Code Asset Tracking System (BCATS)-97-002.  In addition, each unit intermediate, and the exterior shipping container will be marked with the following information:

1. Equipment serial number;

2. Manufactures part number;

3. Manufactures address;

4. Warranty expiration date;

5. Contract number

6. Contract Line Item Number;

7. National Stock Number

8. Quantity

All components, equipment, and spares consigned to the FAALC will be marked IAW with MIL-STD-129L.  In addition, each unit, intermediate, and the exterior shipping container, will be marked with the following information;

1. Equipment serial number;

2. Manufactures part number;

3. Warranty expiration date;

4. Contract number

5. Contract Line Item Number;

6. National Stock Number

7. Quantity

D.4
STORAGE

In the event the FAA has to plan for storage of equipment, Contractor shall identify any unique storage requirements, site and /or depot, for the system or related spares and equipment.  The Contractor will provide the following information 60 calendar days prior to storage commitment:

1. Item name

2. Unit weight

3. Unit dimension

4. Special storage requirements

TRANSPORTATION

The Contractor shall use the established FAA guidelines for shipping and transporting E&R LRUs by most economical means available.

SHIPPING COSTS

The Contractor shall invoice the actual shipping costs IAW CLIN___.  Shipping costs shall be identified separately on the contractor's invoice.
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
